According to Dale's frlends he had
béen greatly overworked this summer
owing to the absence of President Le-
land and Vice-Presldent Jennison of the
bank at the same time. One was on his
vacation and the other was taken (Il
This threw a double burden on Dale.
The result was that he began tn worry.

Had been unable to sleep well. He had
walked the fMloor at night muttering to
himeself about the problems that con-
franted him at the bank. H!
ness was so great that he slept alone. |

His wife and daupghier slept in another
room. They were awakened t'hln morn-
ing about 8 o'clock by the report of a
pistal. Mre Dale ran to her husband's
room and found him dead on the floor
with a hole in his head. She had hys-
terics and her screams and these of her
daiighter aroused the neighbors. There
wax an efiort made to hush the matter
up° but. of course, this was Impossible,
and the pollce and the Coroner were
firally notified.

Vice-President Jennison sald this
morning that he knew of his own
knowledge that Dale's accounts were all
right. He sald he was ro sure of f(t
that he would order no special Investi-
gution.

“l have a system in this bank,” he
sald, "by which I reccive dally reports

fi'om all the officers. I know of my own
kuowledge where every cent Is. and it
would have been Impossible for Dale, |

stolen any money.

‘““He was a splend!d man and his death
is a great thock to me. All we know of
it here Is what a friend of mine tele-
phoned me from Staten Island = He
called me up and told me that Dale had
killed himself. We have heard nothing
from Mrs, Dale or any members of
Dale's family.

' Rose from Low Position.

*“LCale came into the bank in 1882, ile
started In a minor position and worked
his way up. He had the confidence of
all the officlals of the bank. He had
done great things and we expected
great things of him In the future. His
family life was happy and his business
future bright.

“There was absolutely no reason for
him to have killed himself. The only
explanation is that he went suddenly
insane.

‘““He was at the bank on Saturday,
and left here an hour after the closing
in the most cheerful frame of mind.
He spoke of returning on Monday, and
certainly nothing was further from his
mind than death when he left here.

“‘Knowing as I do that his accounts
are all straight It would be absurd for
me. to, start any speclal inquiry, and 1
y therefore shall not do so. It Is un-
necessary."
