NOT WANT MONEY.

Ex-Champion Lets Chance Shp
by to Make $10,000 in Bout
with George Gardner.

That Jim Corbett only intends to fight
Jim Jeffries for the world’'s champlon-
ship and then retire from the ring for-
ever |ls demonstrated In his refusal to
fight George Gardner, the middle-we'ght
champion of New England. Harry
Corbett wired the ex-champlon asking
him if he would fight Gardner for 60
per cent, of the gross receipts and a side
bet of $2,600 during the latter part of
December. Jim answered that he would
not fight second-raters and that the
only man he would fight would be
Jeffries.
