Three Times in Asylum.

He has been an Inmate of the Mec-
Iipan Asylum three times. His last
commitment was on April 13, 191, when
a petitlon was filed in the Probate
Court before Judge McKim to have
him sent away on the ground of tnsan-
fty. Dr. Jelly and Mr. Dewey put him
under observation, and upon their testi-
mony Mason was sent to Waverley for
the third time, He stayed six months,
and was dQischarged as cured. Bince
then he has been free, and has been
employed as stock taker at the Mason
& riamlin vrgan factory in Cambridge.
Muason was graduated from Harvard
in I1ss6. While at Cambridge he was &
very promunent student. Coming of a
musical family, he inherited the talent
of nis father and grandiather, having
not vnly a nne volce, but great ability
as an jnstrumental performer, lmmedi-
ately on his entering Harvard he was
tuken Into the glee club. Not only in
the musical life of the university was
he very prominent, but ne was one of
the best-liked and most promineat mem-
bers of his class.

Mr. Roosevelt Drives with Mrs.
Roosevelt to the Polls and
Deposits Ballot 170" in the
Box.

CHEERED BY BIG CROWD.

Impromptu Reception In Which Both
Democrats and Republicans Join

—Executiva Shakes Hands with
the Election Officlals,
President Roosevelt voted at 1045

o'clock to-day In his home precinct in
Oyster Bay. His ballot was number 170,
He had driven to town In an open car-
riage and was accompanied by Mrs.
Roosevelt, who looked smlling and
happy. The Presldent wore a derby
hat and light overcoat and looked the
pleture of health,

As he allghted from his carriage the
President was loudly cheered by a large
crowd which had assembled upon hear-
Ing that he was on his way to the polls.

Then he entered the polling place, and
after depositing his ballot shook hands
with the election officers.

When he emerged from the room In
which he had voted there was another
rush to #hake the President's hand, and
for a few moments he held an im-
promptu’ reception in the street. Demo-
crats and 'Republicans allke crowded
about him, and then one Democrat In
the crowd shouted: “Three cheers for
the President of the United States!"
As he turned from the booth the Pres-
ldent sald:

“Lhavé done all I can do now. I have
performed my duty and exerclsed my
privilege as an American cltizen and I
shall now awalt the full returns.”

He then started on a long drive with
rs. Rquevelt.

MAYOR CASTS
MACHINE VOTE.

Five of the Mechanical Devices
in Operation in as Many Vot-
ing Precincts of Greater City
To-Day.

MAY SETTLE THE QUESTION.

The result of the test of one kind of
the many voting machines which Is
being made to-day In fivé precincts of
the greater city probadly will settle
whether New York Is to do Its voting In
the future by pulling a lever or whether
we are to stick to the old blanket
ballot.

There are five machines In operation,
three In Brooklyn and two In New York
County., With a view to having those
who must reach a décision in the mat-
ter personally famillar with the mech-
anism and practical working of the ma-
chines, they have been put in precincts
where either city officials or men hold-
ing executive positions In the organ-
izatlons of the Demooratic and Republl-
can partles will do their voting.

Mayor Low Votes.
Mayor Low appeared early at the
polling place in Park avenue, near East
Sixty-fifth etreet, in the Thirteenth
Election District of the Twenty-ninth
Assembly District, and took little time
to register his vote on the machine In
the booth,
It was between 8.8 and 9 o'clock when
he walked briskly down the street,
nodded to Willlam Leary, secretary of
the Fire Department, and Balnbridge
Colby, Assemblyman from the district,
and entered the polling place.
He pulled the curtain behind him, the
bell that registers the vote rang almost
immediately and he stepped out agaln.
Bowing to those near the booth, he
stepped to the street and walked hur-
riedly away.

There is another one at No. 174 Willls
avenus, in the Bronx. This is the Twen-
ty-fifth Klection District of the Twenty-
tourth Assembly Distriot, and is the vot.

The result
of the voting In that precinct was
known in the newspaper offices five
minutes after the polls closed.

Tha machine Is an automatic adder
so that wnen the last ballot is cast it
only has to be unlocked for the total to
be known at once. It does away with
an immense amount of fguring, and
were all the voting to be done by this
means the whole vote of the city would
be known in two or three hours after
the polls closed,

The fact that the machines are to be
in five widely separated parts of the
clty wil give an early line on which
way tha vote s going and will enable
the average-makers to figure out pretty
closely which way the city is golog
hours before anything like the full count
s known.

‘A remarkable record was made by
the voting machine in the Eighteenth
Precinet of the First Ward In Brook-
lyn. Before 0.3) o'clock 174 votes had
been registered and this falled to keep
the machine employed half the time.

Occaslonally messages were
recelved from the doctor stating he was
improving and expected to be back be-
fore election.

A week ago the Democratic campalgn
committee received definite word from
the candldate that he had booked a
berth on the Pretoria, of the Quebec
Steamship Line, and would arrive In
New York to-day.

Aocordingly a committee of leading
Democrats were at the steamshlp pler
this forenoon to meet him. They
walited patiently while the passengers
filed down the gangplank, but there was
no slgn of Dr. Wrightson. '

! After searching the ship they went to
the purser and were informed fhat the
name Wrightson did not figure on his
passenger list and that the doctor had
evidently not come up on the Pretoria.

Puzzled, the committeemen returned
| to this city and reported, and a cable
| was immediately sent to Bermuda In an
| effort to locate the doctor.

An effort was made to keep his non-
appearance a secret, but the news got
out,

Although the Republicans sought to
make capltal out of the matter, the
Democrats went right on voting for
Wrightson.

WATCHED WORLD DOME.

They were
scared all day.

Cheered by Early Reports.

Late in the afternoon they began to
chinp up a little on reports from up-
State county chairmen, who tels graphed
down that the whole Republican vote
was being polled, and that Odell was
running magnificently.

appear In the smallest item, and pa-
tlent waited for more Information.

To protect their plate glass windows
from the weight of the crowds, mer-
chants in Madison ahd Herald Squares
built heavy bheam fortifieations in front
of their establishments, They were wiaa,
for even by 6 o'clock both of thesa
centres had become impassable, and the
people were being pushed heavlly
against the supports.
