COAL MEN ATTACK
MITCHELL'S UNION

Operators Truesdale, Olyphant
and Fowler Follow Baer’s Ex-
ample of Ignoring Miners.

WABHINGTON, Nov. 12.—~That the an.
thracite coal mine owners will reslst to
the utmost every effort to make the
recognition of the United Mine Workers
of America an Issue In the arbftration
which {8 no~ In progress, 1s made evi-
dent by the replies to the statement
of President John Mitchell, of the
miners' organizatlon, which have been
filed with the Strike Commission.
The repiy for the Delaware and Lack-
awanna Company was made public to-
day. It Is signed by W. H. Truesdale,
Presldent of the company, who, ke Mr,
Baer, objects to making the recognition
of the union one of the {ssues to to be
consldered by the Commisslon,
He adds: ‘““Thls company unequivo-
cally caserts that It will under no con-
slderation recognlse or enter Into any
agreement with the assoclation known
a8 the United Mine Workers of Amer-
lca or any branch thereof. Nor will it
permit sald assoclation or its officers to
dictate the terms and conditions under
which It shall conduet 1its business."
Referring to the recent strike, Presi-
dent Truesdale says that he s reliably
informed thit 80 per cent. of Its em-
ployees were opposed to the strike, but
were forced to enter upon It by a ma-
lority vote of the mine workers In other
flelds.
He declares there is no unjust Adis-
crimination In the we!ghing of coal as
mined,
President Olyphant, of the Delagware
and Hudson Company, in his reply. de-
clares that the wages pald by his com-
pany are just and adequate. He also
says that “those of Its employees who
perform contract or plece work as a
matter of their own volition work only
about six hours a day and take numer-
ous holidays without the consent of ap-
proval of this respondent, and thelr
earnings by hours of actual work are,
therefore, much higher than those in
any simllar employment.” - Pres!dent
Olyphant also takes exception to the
proposition to arblitrate the question of
lhe' recognition of the miners’ union.
