From
the steerage decks of La Champagne,
Pennsylvania, Zeeland and Lahn over
flve hundred Itallans and Slavs, Syrians,
Greeks and Roumanians gazed wistfully
back upon the dlm outline of the coun-
try that refused them citizenship—thelr
departure a striking tribute to the zeal
of an awakened Bureau of Immigration.
Just 149 persons weres turned back
yesterday at Ells Island. Never In the
history of the Bureau has the proportion
of rejection been so great and it is ex-
pected that this rigorous application of
the law will have a beneficial effeot in
lessening the number of undesirable im-
migrants in the future.
Some idea of the rush of immigrants
may be formed from the fact that
whereas one Board of Inquiry of five
Inspectors usually disposes of the oases
of those !mmigrants rejected at the firat
inspection, the services of four boards
have been required during the past
week.
How the Boards Work.
When the prospective Amerlcan,
marked '"S. L' by the line inspectors,
goes before the board for speclal in-
quiry, he or she, as the case may be,
is submitted to a searching examination.
Ever since the assassination of Presi-
dent McKinley, questions relative to the
®oclal theorles of the incomer have been
asked and {n many cases interesting re-
sults obtained. Of course none of the
applicants could be barred for thelr so-
clal views alone, but other reasons can
be found and lodged against the unde-
sirable candidate for admlssion, suffi.
clent to bar entrance to the country,
‘Scarcely a poorer class of foreigners
could be found In all Europs than the
arrivals of the last wegk,"” sald Deputy
Commissjoner of Immigration to an
Evening World reporter to-day.
Lack Both Money and Health.
“Their deportation is being carried on
with the greatest possible despatch,” he
continued. *'Chiefly refugees from the
Mediterranean ports are represented in
the collection bundled out of the coun-
try lately. Thelr rejection has been
principally based upon twn grounds—
their lack of money anl) ithe conditlon
of their health.
“Take the recent Influx of Greeks.
Why, small-pox is raging In thelr arch!-
pelago and the inhabltants are fieeing
wherever they can got passage. Re-
ports received by the bureau show that
natives nre dying In Greece by the thou-
sande, and while they may be excellent
citizens at home, they are not the clnes
gl;nxtmople that would benefit the United

Chicago Attracts Arabas.

1 do
not know ot a single Arab who wanted
to remain ia the East after his arrival,
He Invarlably heads for the Waest.
Then there are the Roumanian Jews,
fleeing from religious persecutions, in-
directly Invited to the United States
recently by President Roosevelt when
h‘a protested iIn thelr behalf to the
E‘g.roponxn Powers,

Having explained the cause of the
lnrfely increased arrivals, their depor-
tatlon naturally follows In correspond-
ing ratio.

Boer Hero, in His History of the
Late War, Says but for Dis-

obedience of Orders 4o
Would Have Had Him.

HE CRITICISES GEN. CRONJE.

Thinks He Ought to Have Sacrificed
His Own Ideas for the Goed
of the Nation and Its Independ
ence.

-—

From copleg of the history of the ‘Boer
war, written by Gen, Christlan De Wet,
the hero of the closing days of thy
struggle. hitherto unknown facts bristle
from every page. In one sense it is a
remarkable document. inasmuch as the
author does not hesitate to criticise the
shortcomings of his own countrymen as
vigorously as he condemns the uncaitsd
for cruelty and occasional inefficlency of
the British commanders and forces,

The Surrender of Cronje.

Of the surrender of brave Cronjg,
which sent a thrill of dismay through
the admirers of the gallant struggle of
the Boers. De Wet has this to say:
“Cronje evidently thought that it was
too much to ask him, intrepid hero that
he was, to ahandon the laager.

“His view was that he must stand or
fall with it, nor aid he consider the
certaln consequences of it. He never
reallzed that it would be the cause of
the death of many burghers anl of in-
describable panie throughout not only
all the laagers on the veld, but even
thoso of Colesherg, Stormberg and Lady-
smlth. If the famous Cronje were cap-
tured, how could any ordinary burgher
be expected to continue his resistance?"

The world, says De Wet, will honor

that great general and his brave bur-
ghers. "If I presume to criticise his con«
duct on this occasfon, it s only because |
T bellave that he ought to have sacrificed
nls own !deas for the good of the nation,
and that he should not have been cour-
ageous at the expense of his country's
independence, to which he was as flerce-
ly attached as I."
Following this. Gen. De Wet has a
long eriticism of the inaction of Lord
Roberts after the capture of Cronje's
laager, which he sarcastically refers to
as a ‘“gigantic feat.” He tells of his
capture, with 80 men, of a small®
British force at Mostertshoek, a point
within five miles of Reddersburg, whera
2,000 fresh British troops were eme-
camped,

Treachery Under Truce Flag.

“I have never been able to under-
stand,” Gen. De Wet says, ywhy the
great force stationed at Reddersburg

made no attempt to come to the aid
of the unfortunate victims at Mostert-
shoek, = TPheir conduct seems to me WO
have been even more blameworthy than
the similar negligence which occurred
at Sanna's Post. . They were not more
than five mileg off and could watch the
wiole enguxemont. and yvet tnev never
stirred a foot to come and help t‘h"lr
comrades. And It was fortunate for
us that it was so, for we should have
stood no chance at all against a large
farne **
