UNWAY AUTD
N CAR COLLIDE

Windows Smashed, Women
Passengers in Panic, and
Traffic on Broadm Line Is
Blocked.

THOUSAND

SIX SHIVER.

Rix thousand men and women shivered
unti] they were numb and blue for an
hour and a half this afternoon as the
result of an automobile crashing Into
and entangling itself with a Broadway
car shortly after 12.o0'clock.

The auto«fruck belonged to one of the
big downtown department stores and
was bowling along eastward on Twenty-
sixth street when all of a sudden it got
beyand the control of its driver, John
O'Brien, and racing madly from Fifth
avenues to Rroadway, following a zig-
zag course, ran full tilt into a moving
Broadway trolley car. The force of the
colllsion broke every window in the car
and threw Its occupants, who were
mostly women, into a panie, though
none of them was injured. In colliding
with the car the wheels of the self-
moving truck became entangled with
the fender and gashboard of the car in
such 5 way that it took an hour and a
half to free it,

As a result traflic along Broadway
was held up for an hour and a half, and
bhefore long a hundred cars between
Fourteenth street and Fifty-ninth street
were huddled together In a congested
line,

Even when the motive power is on, the
slim, little electric radiators Iin the sur-
face trolleys generate only suffclent
heat to make the cars comfortable on an
ordinarlly cold day. When the power is
off they giva out absolutely no heat at
all. The result was that these stalled
cary, which averaged about sixty pas-
sengers, soon were llke cold-stormge
boxes, the commingling breaths of the
passengers giving forth the only avall-
able heat.

For the first few minutes of the
blockade the passengers sat in shiver-
Ing sllence. Then, as the cars kept get-
ting colder and colder, they began to
exercise themselves in abusing the road

and its managers, TFinally they re-
sorted to swinging their arms In the
narrow confincs of the cars, with the

result that this improvised frictlon,
when the flylng arms flew wlld, wound
up In several personal encounters. The
women, unused to this masculine
