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ENGLAND REJECTS
AN OFFER OF PEACE.

Declared in London that Dresident
Castro's Appeal to Minister Bowen,
of the United States, Comes Too Late
to Be Acceptable to the Allied

Powers.

LLONDON, Dec. 12.—It 18 officlally snnounced here that Venezueia has
asked Minister Bowen, the United States representative at Caracas, to in-
tervene and ask that the dispute with Great Britaln and Germany be sub-
mitted to arbitration.

It is belleved here that it is now too late to accept the good offices of
Mr. Bowen and that President Castro will not be allowed to further delay
a settlement. The impression is that he is merely playing to gain time, as
has been his policy from the first. Itis also pointed out that one of the
chief claims Is for defaulted Interest on rallroad bonds which was guar-
anteed by the Castro Government, and quite naturally, it is explained,
there can be no arbitration so far as that is concerned.
