AN KILLED
BY CLANDERS.

Horse Disease Contracted by
Resident of East End Avenue,
Who Lived Next to an Equine
Market.

CASE OF ITS KIND RARE.

Renewed efforts will be made to check
the epldemic of gianders among the
horses of New York as a result of the
death of Benjamin Hilson, who dled
vesterday in the Metropolitin Hospital,
Blackwell'g Island, after contracting the
disease in o horse market rext to his
home at No. 83 East End avenue.

Hlison was fifty-two years old and a
elgar-maker. 1t is not known how long
he suffered and it was not until an
autopsy was performed that his case
wag known as glanders. While the
transmission of glanders from horses
to human beings fs not unknown, tha
cases are rare, according to Coroners'
Physlelan Weston,

Digcussing his death Dr, H. D. Gill,
the State Veterinarian, sald:

“CGilanders is very frevalent in this
city and vielnity now., There are many
cases in Brooklyn and in Newark, not
to fpeak of Manhattan Island, The
Health Department and +she Asalstant
Commissioner of Agrionlture are c¢o-
operating In trying to stamp it out. It
is easlly communicated to human belngs
from diseased horses, though the allment
Is not common in men.

“Glanders Is really analogous to con-
sumption In human belngs. 1! a stable
Is not kept olean one horse will inhale
the bacilli from another, and so the dis-
ease is spread. From flve to ten cases
a day are reported in this borough, Bach

horse {s worthh at least $100, The dis-
cased animal invaviably dies, The total
loss to horse-owners can be easlly estl-
mated, 'The four veterlnarlans of the
Health Department are now busy in-
vestigating the stables on Manhattan
Island, aml the entire sanitary squad of
perhaps a hundred wmen is supplement-
ing thelr efforts."”

average price of white ash or pea coal sold in New York above $4.50 a ton,
the employeel to have an increase of 1 per cent.

WORK MUST BE OPEN TO ALL.

No pergon shall be refused employment because of his
non-memberghip in a labor union.

The companies to deduct from the wages of the contract miners the
amount due cach month to the miners' laborers, which ghall be paid t> the
labwors,

The discontinuance of the “coal and iron poice,” as iritating the min-
ers, and a resort to the regularly constituted authorities when there is need.
A stricter enforcement of the laws relating to child labor.

That the State and Federal governments provide machinery for invest{-
gation of the labor difficulties, but that there should not be compulsory
arbitration.

THE BENEFIT OF PUBLICITY,

In this connection the report says:

“I'he chief benefit to be derived from the suggestion herein lies In
placing the real facts and the responsibility for such condition authori-
tatively before the people, that public opinion may cryetallize and make
its power felt. Could such a Commission as that suggested have been
brought into existence in June last we belleve that the coal famine might
have been averted—certainly the suffering and deprivation might have been
greatly mitigated."”

DO NOT RECOGNIZE THE UNION.

The Commiesion report more than once thei: incapacity to make an
award on the demand of the miners for a recognition of their union because,
they say, the union is not a party to the submission.

Attention 1s called to the fact that Mr. Mitchell appeared before the
Commisgion as ‘‘the representative of the anthracite coal mine workers"”
and not In his official capacity. They also call attention to the fact that
the agreement to arbitrate was reached between the operators and a coal
miners’ conventlon.

The commissioners say that “trades unionism™ |s rap!dly becoming a
matter of business. “If the energy of the cmployer i{s directed to dis-
couragement and repression of the union he need not be surprised if the
more radical ones are the ones most frequently heard.”

IN FAVOR OF ARBITRATION.

They express the opinion that differences can best be settled by con-
sultations by the employer with ““ a committee chosen by his employees,”
but they add that “in order to be entitled to such recognition the labor
organization must give the same recognition to the rights of the employer
and of others which It demands for itself and for its members.”

“The union must not undertake to assume or to interfere with the
management of the business of the employer.,” They also pronounce as un-
tenable the contemtlon that ‘‘a majority of the employees of an industry, by
voluntarily associating themselves in a union, acquire authority over those
who do not so assoclate themselves. The present constitution of the United
Mine Workers of America does not present the most inviting inducements
to the operators to enter into contractual relations with it.”

NOT SO BAD IN THE MINES.

In a general way they say that the conditions of the life of the mine
workers outside the mines do not justify to their full extent the adverse
criticlsms made by their representdtives. They also find that the social
conditions in the mining communities are good, and they fail to find that
the wages are so low among the miners as necessarily to force them to put
their small children to work. The Commission also finds that the average
dally rate of earnings in the anthracite reglons does not compare unfavor-
ably with that in other industries.

The commissioners say that while there have been differences of opinfon
among themselves there never has been a time during the five months of
the exlstence of the Commisslon when there was an unpleasant word spoken
among them, “or any indication whatever of thought or desire of aught
save truth and justice.”

$46,100,000; to the mine employees in wages, $25,000,000; to the transporta-
tion companies, $28,000,000,

Fortune.

GAVE UP HER HOME FOR HIM.

From the window of the top flat at
No. 397 Nostrand avenue, Brooklyn, a
gray-haired woman of sixty-seven, who
gave up social position, money and life-
long friends to marry & husband forty
years her junfor, watches the street
through tear-filled eyes.

She is Mrs. Emil Frey,
band left her sick in bed and all alone
in the flat on Wednesday last to go to
a bowling alley nearby and has not
since been heard from,

Four vears ago Mrs. Frey possessed
a fortune of §1560,000 left by her first
husband, Capt. Charles Baasel, a mer-
chant well known In Wall street and in
shipping clrcles. The death of her hus-
band was followed by that of her only
son, and two years later sae married
Emil Frey, a man of twenty-five, who
had been her son's chum.

In two years ths enterprising young
husband ruined the business which his
wife bought for him, and squandered on
gambling and drinking almost her en-
tire fortune. Two days ago while she
lay almost at death's door with pleurisy
he disappeared. To a World reporter,
Mrs. Frey, her gray balr tortured
into & score of little horned curl papers,
her grief-stricken figure clad in " a
youthful, almost bridal neglige of mus-
