DESERTIONS IN THE RANKS.

Brotherhood Men, Disgusted at the
Fight to Exterminate the Amal-
gamated Society, Quit Thelr
Union to Join Rival Organization.

Presldent Samuel Gompers, of the
American Federation of Labor, came to
New York to-day from Washington in
response to an appeal from the large

tJement, If poasible. of the conflict be-
Lween the Brotherhood and the Amal-
gamated Society of Carpenters, The
war hall tied up many of the big bulld-
ing operations In the clty.

With President Gompers came James
Duncan, Third Vice-President of the
Federation. ‘I'hey were in conference
tide afternoon with committeas repre-
senting the two warring unions, Befors
golng into the seoret conference Mr,
Gompera sald: |

“We are golng to see if we cannot
settle the existing dificulties. Until after
the conferenoce is had and the condition
of affairs explained to us personally It
would be impossible for me to make any
Intelligent statement. 1 have good hopes,
however, that the thing can be amicably
arranged at once.’’

He Hasn't Much Hope.

The Committes from the Amalgam-
uted organlization, reprasenting the Six-
teenth District of the organization,
which attended the conference, wus com-
posed of Niocholas P. Mahon, National
Delegate; I N. Atkinson, Becretary;
George Cavanaugh and Willlam Fyfe,
the buasiness agent. Fyfe sald that he
did not think Mr. Gompers could settle
the affairs.
