Early In life he started in the glass-
wara business and later became con-
nected with spme large corporations.
He was Presldent of the Brookfield

Company, the Sheldon Axle Company
and the Fraonklin Loan and Improve-
ment Company of New Jersey.

He held membership In the Produce
and Mining exchanges and several clubs
and socleties, and wag at one time
President of the Republican Club,
