1t
is impossible for New York to look old,
because just as soon as people begin to
get accustomed to. the cowpath from
Park Row to Broadway along comes
some wise company with a plan to run
auto stage lines or wireless airships or
something like that, so that there w
never a chance for the mellowing hand
of age to get In its work in this hustling
borough.

O! course, New York has beefi made
over at least twenty-one times =ince the
charter was issued for {ts Incorporation
as a city 250 years ago, but the process
| has been accomplished with such infinite
success that persons who lived during
each of those stages of progress scarcely
notlced the change, It is hard to Jjar
¥New Yorkers. They are used to big
things and they are in line for all the
great happenings.

‘ How They Celebrate.

Perhaps that {s why the “L" roads
wan as strictly on schedule to-day as
any other dey In all of the three hun-
dred and sixty-five of the year. The
band does not have to play on the
village green to notify New Yorkers
when a gala occasion comes around,
but Instead there Is the greeting of the

GLEN COVE, May 2.—Reliance, in &
fair southeast wind that attained a
veloolty at times of twelve knots an
hour, succeeded in beating Constitution
twice over a triangular course this af-
ternoon by tha narrow margin of one
minute and fifty-three seconds.

From start to finish the new boat was
never headed, but toward the end of tae
race Constitution closed up fast.

Columbia had hard luck throughout
and finished long after the two leaders.
Bhe wus two illes from the judges’
boat when ReHance, amid great emthu-
slasm, cromsed the line.

All the sloops were at the starting
line Oalf an hour before noon. and at
11.40 the committee hoisted the aignal
for the small triangular course of fif-
teen miles, which meant a broad reach
to Lioyd Polat, anather reach to Great
Captain's Island and a beat to the
finish.

The wind at this time was blowing
at ten or twelve knots, with every in-
dication of a good race. The tug car-
rying the turning mark got away at
11.45, and In the mean time the yachts
were having a filne fight for position,
jockeving about the committee boat in
a lively manner, the course being prac-
tically free of steam yachts.

Barr Blaakets Columblia.

Five minutes before the gun was fired
Rellance stood down back of the line,
with Constitution In her wake. Colum-
bia was to the castward of the line, and
sho hauled her wind, The three yachts
had reaching Jjibs in stops. Rellance
and Constitution worked westward of
the line. Rallance stood about at 12,12 1.2
and made toward It

Rhodes after a minute went about.
To the west wus Columbla. Baur
worked Reliance up near Columbit, and
us the gun w fired planted her on
Columbia's weather quarter,

As the uwo yacohts crossed the line
Harr blanketed Columbia and Rellance
tnok the lead.

Constitution did some fine work after
she got over, Columbla was to the
leeward with Reliance on her starboard
quarter, Constitution shortly after get-
ting over passed Columbla. Then work-
Ing well up to the windward of the
other two yachts she began to creep
toward Rellance.

Refore reaching the firat mark the
yachts took In their small jib topsalls
and sent up balloon jib topsails In
stops. After jibing around the first
mark the wind then on the port ‘quar-
ter made a broad reach to the second
mark for the yachts, The crew of
Rellance were tardy |n breaking out
her balloon and as s result Constitution
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crawléd up te the new boat.
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Congtitution less than half a minute
Reliunce turned the second mark af
1.14.07, Constitution at 1.15.01 and Colum.
bla at 1.23.58,
At this t!me the Columbia was =bout '
a mile and a half astern. A slight galn -

wns apparently due to better sall han~
dling.

In the eye of the wind, to escape a tugf

on the otuer sidé of the passing tug
and her barges, and it was fully ten
minutes before the Columbia could dear .

As the boats ran down to thé Second

the eastward and dropped a trifle. This
slackening of the wind affeoted the

Columbia at first and she dropped be-

hind very fast.

At one time the Constitution drew up
until she almost lapped the Reliance.
but the new boat set her spinnaker
quickly and succeedad In pulling away.

The Constitution's crew was some-
what slow In setting the spinnaker, so
that the Rellance gained perceptibly.
Tae Rellance luffed round the buoy
about fifty seconds ahead of the Consti.
tution.

Just before the latter got to the buoy
the crew made poor work In getting in
the spinnaker, and the bulk of the galn
of the Rellance is due to t*=s.

It was a close fetch for the boats
to the finish mark, and they all set
baby jibtopsalls.

Columbia Far Bebind.

On tho beat vp to the starting point
the wind shifted back and forth, bat
the Reliance continued to gain slightly
on the Constitution. About half way on
this leg a tow of alx barges crossed
albead of the two boats and threw them
off the ocourse, y

It develoned as the Reliance neared
the starting point that, although the
programme grovided for salling the
course but once, the yachts were going
tn sall it a second ne.

Juat as the Reliance was about to turn
the mark another long tow sSwWung ao
cle=e to the stake that the Rellance wis
just able to squecze through between
the tow and the stake. J after Lgl
one of the barges carried away o
stake, and turned
where Capt. Rhodea thought it ought to
be. The difference in time between the
two boats was about three minutes, ;

The Columbia lost considerable dise
tance by making a number of tacks o
shore, so that the other two
rained on her considerably. She fi
turned about fourteen minutes after the
Rellance.

On the run to the first mark on the
second time over the course the Con-
stitution wained atout twenty seconds
on the Reliance, due In some degree to.
better wind.

Constitution Closes Gap.

On the firat leg of the second round
the yaohts had a starboard reach be-
fore them. ' Rellance salled very faast,
but Constitution galned a little, There
was less than three minutes betweéen
them, with Columbia two miles astern.

Rellance and Constitution after turn-
ing set balloo §ib topsalls, Constitutio:
clearly galned on the new defender an
closed up the ‘:S between them fust.
When they turn the second mark on
the second round Rellance was only one
minute and fifteen seconds shead of
Constitution,
