. There are about seventy-five bonkles
in the ring, and on the average they
must have taken In at least $1,000 on the
favorite In each race. That would be
375,007 lost to each race, and six races
would total $450,000, representing the to-
tal loeses ol the backers of favorites
during the afternoon.

This is a most conservative estimate,
for there are a dozen books who will
handle from $:0,000 to $25,000 to the fa-
vorite' in a race, and there are few who
wlll not run the favorite up when he is
at a short price ‘o at least $500. Half a
million dollars wo.ild not cover the loss.
And of this half a milllon how mueh
dld the bookles keep? Who shall say?
Interview them to-day and they will
probably declare that they broke even
or guit a little winner,
