Justice Howard sold today that the
oaaa was a peculiar one In passing
upon It he could find but two prece ¬

dente One was the cue of Joyce
against the Superintendent of State
Prisons and the other wan that of

Doc Owen against Partridge aa New
York Police Commissioner In both
Instances the application was denied on
the ground that mandamus was not the
proper proceeding
