Lew Dockstader’'s ldea 'of What a Successful
Burnt-Cork S8how Should Be.

Sinstreley reigns
At the Manhattan
Meeaoh Theatre,
stere Leaw Dock-
olader and his com-js

gor the newer ele-
ment of minstrelsy,
wisely arguing that
#Wmes have changed.

In place of end men with red plush
eoats, there are but two chairs for the
ends, and these are fled in rotation by
Dockstader himself, Carroll Johnson,
Nell O'Brien, Eddie Leonard and Ed
Fonl. Not a single tambourine is used,
except the one employed in the orches-
tra, and the bones, one of the early
trade-marks of minstrelsy, are entirely
done away with.

The first part, which is called the Hall
of Fame, is a gorgeous creation of blue
wnd gilt. There Is a band of thirty-five
sr forty pleces, with a round dozen of
vocalists, and all ara dressed in dinner
jackéts with white vests. The effect is
geat and to the modern eye more at-
tractive than the old circus poster styls
of dressing, which was once considered
absolutely essential, Of the vocallsts,
Manuel Romalin scored by far the
strongest hit, with “I Loved You Once,
[ Scorn You Now." He has a very fair
volce, ana takes the honors from Fred-
srick V., Bowers, who Is supposed to be
the star vocalist this season.

Bowers, who with his partner, Charles
MHorwitz, has writien some capital songs,
appears to have lost what little volce he
once possessed. His middle and lower reg-
sters are forced and distressing, while
Lis top notes arc catarrhal in thelr na-
sality. Mr. Bowers should consult both
» medical and vocal ghecialist. He made
s decided hit in spite of these draw-
backs and insisted upon einging one
rerse each of his varicus songs.

One strange thing about the minstrel
performance is tho willingness of th2
audience to be entertained. This seems
to be the American's prenatal gift for
appreciating the national idea of humor
end comedy handed down to us from
the days of our fathers and forefathers.

When Carroll Johnson told some of
the jokes which did not go very well in
maudeville the audience shrieked, and
when Dockstader exhibited a couple of
really good songs he had to take a dozen
mcores. The best comedy song of the
svening was his “It's the Dutch.” Some
»f the applause called out by this song
pareatened to split the awnings.

The leading attraction in the vaude-

wille part of the programme is “The
Emperial Boy Hussars' thirty young
@men who play several selections, and

who present the upusual spectacle of
thirty Germans in hlack face being led
by a whitefaced subject of the Nm-
peror Francis Joseph, with e green
pompam in his cap. To further mix
the nationalities he played ‘‘The Slar-
Spangled Banner'” and “‘Dixle.”” They
shou!d call that specialty *The Mingling
of the Nations."

The bill 1acks the diversity of a vau-
deville performance, but it is one of the
best minstrel organizations ‘which has
boen brougbt before the public since the
recent revival of minstrelsy, and Mr.
Dockstader has cause for pride.
