Toughs Who Frequent the Water Front
Uptown Believed to Have Beaten and
Robbed the Unknown Athlete Whose
Body Was Fished Out Yesterday
One Suspect Accuses Three Others,

That the athlete whose body was found floating in the Harlem River
was brutally murdered by thugs there no longer can be any doubt. The po-
Hee are not inclined to admit that a gang of murderers exists along the East
and Harlem River fronts, but every one else knows it. This gang is known
locally as the “IHarlem Growler Gang,” and many a dark crime may be laid
at its door. This gang is composed of blacks and whites, who mingle freely,
and it 18 as much as a stranger’s life is worth to venture among them.

The bedy has not as yet been identified. It was taken from Harlem to
the Morgue, at the foot of East Twenty-sixth street. The police, acting on
the belief that the slain man was a wrestler or an athleté) have invited
pumercus sporting men to view it, in the hope of having it identified.

WOUNDS THAT CAUSED DEATH.

A more complete examination of the wounds on the body disclose that
ihese consisted of two cuts on the back, evidently made by a knife or some
sther sharp instrument; a cut beginning at the top of the head and ex-
ending for five inches down to the right gar, a fracture at the base of the
1ikull, a severe dlSocatlon of the jaw, black and blue marks on the arms and
gnees, as if the victim had been cruelly set upon and beaten with clubs, and
a broken naose. The right ear is half torn off.

The fact was established that the man was dead when thrown into the
water. The surgeons belleve that he had been in the river but a short time
—not more than five or six hours—and that'the bpdy must have lain under
the Willis avenue bridge for some time, if Cotton's story is true, before it
was thrown in at the point where it was found.

When the body was taken from the river yesterday an unknown man
is said to have exclaimed:

“I know that fellow.

A reporter for The Evening World visited the Union Athletic Club, at
No. 105 last'One Hundred and Fifth*street. There it was found that sev-
crai wrestlers are employed. The only one not accounted for is Max Bren-

ner.
No member of the Athletic Club who called at the Morgue could iden-

tity the man. l

Ernest R # ber, a former champion wrestler, viewed the body, but failed
to identity it. He said that while the?man was of powertul bulld, his mus-
cles did not indicate that he was a trained athlete.

NEGROES ARE HELD.

The four negroes arrested on suspicion of the murder were arraigned
‘n the Harlem Police Court to-day. Willlam Brown was discharged at the
request of a representative of the District-Attorney’s office, as he had a clear
alibl, but the other three were held without bail to await the action of
Coroner Brown. The police have made every effort to find the clothes which
were ‘removed from the body before it was thrown into the river, but
without success.

The prisoners arc Joseph Wilson, Willlam Brown, Charles Carter and
REdward Cotton, the last named having made a confession to Policeman
Flood that caused the arrest ol the other men,

He met the man who was feund in the river on Friday night, Flood
told Capt. McNally at the East One Hundred and Twenty-sixth street sta-
tion hofise. The white man asked him whera he could find a barber shop,
and after being shaved he ivvited him to have a drink.

In a saloon at One Hundred and Twenty-fifth street and First avenue
they were met by two ma2n he had met a few days before but did not know
{ntimately. The white man asked all to have a drink and displayed a roll
of bills amounting to ubout $40.

DRUGGED THE WHISKEY\

One of the negroes, Cotton savs, £aid he was going to have the money,
and, going to one sige, drugged a bottle of whiskey with snuff. Soon
afterward they all left the saloon and sat down near the Willis avenue
bridge. The white man sent Cotten after more whiskey.

When they had drunk what he brought, Cotton says the drugged
whiskey was offered, and that the white man drank about halt of it. Cot-
ton says he did not %vant to be mixed up in such a deal, and walked away,
but as he did so saw the other negroes beating their vietim.

Later that night he says he met the two men, who offered him $5,
saying that they got $25, and that he ‘‘was a new nigger in that section
and did not know how things were done."” )
