Take the multiplying billiard ball for Instance It Is ono of the smplest
tricks Imaginable It Ls merely a matter of several balls and one shell which will
lit closely to any of the balls The shell Is of metal made as rigid as posllilc
And Is painted In exactly the same tint as the tails proper It Is merely a hollowt hemisphere held up on the singe with the convex side to the audience and there
lire few who knowing the fetch could tell which was the shell

Billiard Balls
You take the shell and one ball In the hand You slip the shell over the

ball Now there Is but one where there were two Simple Isnt If Try Jt once
Poo how difficult It Is to alwayc keep tho shell In the proper position You have
a greater respect for the magician You appreciate how dllllcult the trick Is

Take again two balls You have over your thumb a very fine thread It
cannot be detected from the auditorium On the end of the thread Is a rubber
vacuum cap practically the same as tho old leather sucker you clipped from the
upper of an old shoe When you were a boy The cap attaches to the second ball
This la hung on the back of the hand and the audience would never guess that
you had It there

You hold Inyour hand a bell and shell You slip the cap over the ball ex
