Rich British Citizens of Mongo-
lian Parentage Detained Five
Days on Steamer Pendipg
Action at Washington.

THEY MAKE ANGRY PROTEST.

Both Declare that Chinese Exclusion
Act, Undei Which They Are Held,
Does Not Apply to Those 3o n
Under England’s Flag.

On the tar-grimed deck of the steam-
#hip Grenada, lying at the foot of
Bixth street, Long Island City, Samuel
Hosang, one of the wealthlest resi-
derts of the British Island of Trini-
dad. has been held n prisoner of the
immigration Inspectors since the Gren-
.;u!n. reached New York on Wednesday
ast.

Mr. Hosang is a Britlsh subject, horn
in Demerara, the cap'tal of Brit'sh
Guiana, of Chinese parents, who were
Loth British subjects, But on  the
ground that he is a Chinaman and
that his landing would be a violation
of the Chinese Exclusion Act, the im-

migration Inspectors held him upon the

Trinidad line's pier Brooklyn, and
though h2 showed a certificate from
the American Consul at Tr.nidad tes-
tifylng to his British birth, compelled
bim to raturn to the Grenada, which
he had Jeft.

With Mr. Hosang was Alfred Rich-

ards, born In Trin.dad of Chinese and
English parents, a registered chemist;
end he. too. was forced to return to
the steamship and wait the deciston of
the Secretary of the ‘Treasury, to
wshom Mr. Hosang's credentials lave
been forwarded. If the Secretary re-
gards the matter as one requ.ring haste
Mr. Hosang and his fellow traveller
may be releasul by telegraph. But
there Is a chance that |t may be
reached until next week, the
Grenada salls.

Meantime Mr, Hosang and Mr. Rich-
ards are confined to thelr cabin on
the ship's deck, st.fled by the fumes
of asphalt, which formed the Gren-
ada's cargo, and which is now being
placed in barrels on the pler, while
a guard stationed there by the imml-
gration authorit.es stalks watshfully
up and down the landing place to see
that they do not escape.

The atmosphere of the dock is stl-

fiing, and an Evenlng World reporter
who threaded the difficult path through
tar barrels and over sacks in plles to
tho steamer found Mr. Hosang and

Richards seated on the Grenada's
dcck, whither they had gone for a
breath of air

Mr, Hosang, a well dressed, portly
ZerUéman of fifty, whose speech is
that of a well-bred Englishman, and
v hose features alone betray his Celes-
tial origin, told the story of his wrongs
with a Jjudiclal calm that Confucius
himself might have envied, but Mr.
Richards, who is much younger and
not wholly of Chinese blood, spoke with
great indignation of their treatment by
the immigration Inspectors.

“I am a British subject,” sald Mr.
Hosang with the famillar inflation of
chest that seems tu belong with the
yhrase. ‘I was born In Demerara, of
Chinese parents, who were Beitish sub-
Jects. When I was very young my
tamily moved to ‘Irinidad. There [
made my fortunc, which {s not inconsid-
erable. I odld clerking of various kinds,
saved a little money aud went into the
produce buginess for myself. I made
more money and bought a cocoa planta-
tion. Gradually, as my business in-
creased, I bought others.

“I made up my mind some time ago|

to visit Ewngland and determined to

the river. Early yvesterday Baldwin and
Parks, George Wood and Alexander
Mitchell returned It. They brought

along another skiff for the return trip,

The water was rough in mid-stream,
and the four boys overwelghted the
boat., They became excited and the craft
capsized. Parks went down almost |m-
mediately, as he could pot swim. Mitche!l
swam toward him, but the current was
strong and his effort was futile.

Wood reached tha unturped boat and
clurg to it. Baldwin called that he was
going to swim to the New York shore,
and Mitchell, who had on his gymnas-
fum suit, sald he would float ‘until help
came. Just then a bout eame In sight.
The boys are certain the men in it saw
them but turned away. A tug also
ame down the river, but did not an-
swer tae calls for help.

Mitehe]ll and Wood watched Baldwin
for g long time as he swam toward the
shore, but at last he disappeared. He
became exhaustad and went down.
After fiftedn minutes another boat ap-'
peared. Woed called to the men to
plek up Mitehell first, and both were
finally taken ashore nearly exhausted.|
