PUBRTO PRINCIPE, Cuba, Sept. 17.
—The Government has been officially
informed of the complete dispersal of
the Bantlago Insurrectionists and the
capture of their leaders. The Rural
(Guards overtook the band at the Ia
Iima eoffee plantation, five leagues
from Bantiago, yesterday.

Castillo, the principal leader, and
Garzon, another leader, both seriously
wounded, were captured, with dfour
oOther men. A negro leader named
Moncada was found dead.

Becretary of the Interfor Yero has
telegrephed orders for two troo:s of
the Rural Guards to continue in pure
sult of the fugitive 'Insurrextionists
until they are all captured or killed.
The Natlonalists paraded here yester-
day evening. President Palma, ale
though deprecating political demon-trae-
tions, reviewed them from the hotel
balcony. The Natlonalists carried mony
banners, none of which was inscribed
with reflections on the Administration.
The loca! committee of the National-
ists stopped Senor Palma at the hotel
entrance, and the spokesman remarked
that he was reputed to be In full
sympathy with e Republican panty.
The President warmly den'ed that he
was a supporter of any party, and
sald he would not consent to discharge
the duties of Preakient, except In ac-
cordance with his consclence and the
constitution.

President Palme's party visited the
new hotel and other looal institutions
vesterday and was entertained by the
Spanish Club last night,

The Presidential party will proceed to
Santiago to-day.

Meyer was immedlately re-arrested,
however, on charges of robbery and
assanlt. It is alleged that he robbed

Antonio Manna, a saloon keeper of No.

He Is also
charged with shooting Anton Burnhau-
ser in the left cheek.

While Mike Donovan's mother sat at
the head of the coffin of her murdered
son in the front room of their home
at No. 64 Gouverneur street, to-day,
weeping over her loss, another son but
twenty years old stood on the other side
of the bler and swore vengeance upon
those responsible for the famlly's be
reavement. He is George Donovan, a
hard-working, husky young man and,
like his brother. who, was murdered in
the Monk Eastman-Paul Kelly feuds
yesterday, he !s not a member of either

gang.

The gale was unusually severe, par-
ticularly about midnight. The Glouces-
ter schooner, which had been fishing off
the coast, evidently intended to make
a harbor to ride out the storm, dbut in
the driving rain and thick atmosphere
she missed her bearings, and, running
too near the point off Pemaquid, struck
on the eastern slide and was battered to
pleces by the waves.

Of the crew of fifteen, besldes the
captain, filve only were able to launch
a dory. This task was accomplished af-
ter the greatest difficulty, as time and
again the boat filled with water as It
was put over the vessel's side. Several
other dorles which were lowered were
either smashed to pleces or swept away
in the darkness.

Finally five men who successfully got
thelr boat afloat climbed into it, but
before they could reach land a ftre-
mendous sea overturned the frall crafe,
throwing the ocoupants into the break-
ers. Three of the men were drowned

within a few minutes, but a glant wave
caught ux the others and swept them
ashore.
