MANY NAMES MENTIONED.

Rev.Willlam Grosvenor, of the Church
of the Incarnation, Is Strong Fa-
vorite and WIll Probably Be
Chosen for the Office.

Although Bishop Henry C. Potter has
@xpressed no desire for an assistant, it
is thought llkely that the principal
work of the Eplscopal Dlocesan Con-
vention, which meets Wednesday in the
Church of the Heavenly Rest, will be
the election of a coadjutor bishop for
the New York Dlocese.

Blshop Potter has heretofore always
stoutly maintaind that he was equal
to the work of the diocese, but it is no
longer a question of physical endur-
ance. The business of the dlocese has
Rrown so great that one man cannot
even keep up with the work of Episco-
pal visitations. It is expected that
this matter will be ralsed in the dlo-
cesan convention and the selection of
the coadjutor will then be made.

Among the clergymen who have been
mentioned as likely to recelve votes in
the convention are Rev, David Greer,
rector of St. Bartholomew's; Rev. Dr.
Huntington, of Grace Church; Kev.
‘Willlam Grosvenor, of the Church of the
Incarnation; Rev. WiMord Lash Rob-
bins, Dean of the General Theologlcal
Seminary; Rev. George Martin Chris-
tlan, of the Church of St. Mary the Vir-
&in, and Rev. Percy Stickney Grant.

Dr. Greer probably would not accept the
place were it offered to him. He has &al-
ready refused the Bishopric of Wes'ern
Massachusetts and his parishioners
would oppose his leaving them, Dr.
Huntington is regarded as too old for
the ooudjutorlh!v. and Dr. Christian,
though he will have many supports:s,
is not expected to win, as he represents)
the advanced ritualistic wing.

Dr. Grosvenor is a strong favorite and
will doubtless have Bishop Potter's sup-
port, The Rt. Rev. Luclen Lee Kinsolv-
Ing, Bishop of SBouthern Brazil, who wns
& well-known New York pastor, is also
prominently mentioned for the place.

The choice of the convention will te
ruled by the lalty, as they have a strong
voting representation.
