The chauffeur, John J. MacMul-
kin, gave to the police the names of
‘John A. Drake, the mililonalre Chicago
racehorse owner and friend of John W,
Gates, and a maninterested In an auto-
moblle firm, as the men who were with
him at the time of the accident. |

The ‘wrecked machine belongs to Will-

fam B. Smith, of Newmarket, N. J., a
brother of Mrs. Charles L. Fair, who,
with her husband, ‘was killed in an
automobile accident in France. Mr.
Bmith has just left the automobile,
which is of old pattern and of the run-
about type, when the colllsion occurred.
He was on the stairs of the Harlem
Central Hotel, in front of which his
euto was standing.
_After tfte smashing of the lighter ma-
chine, both the man, who the chauffeur
e@ald was Mr. Drake, and his companion
‘hastened for a car north bound. They
were on thelr way to the races,

The cause of the accident was a slip-
ping on the wet road, the tires skidding
to the side and throwing the bigger
machire into the smaller one. Mr,
Bmith and the chaueur arraned the
matter between themselves, exchanging
cards and appointing a time when dif-
ferences could be wettled, Mr, Drake
was anxious to ge away from the scene
of the accident as soon as possible.

Mr. 8mith has become an automobile
famcler of late, and was driving his
machine through Harlem preparatory
to a trip to Philadelphia.

When Bicycle Policeman Peter Henry
arrived he found Mr. Smith and the
chauffeur In perfect accord and, as no
charges or complaints were made, he
made no arrests,

“Dainiler Manufacturing Company, 937-
