JAPAN FORCING
WAR WITH GZAR

Mikado’s Forces Reported to

Hostilities.

EXPECTED TO DECLARE
WAR ON RUSSIA AT ONCE.

Mysterious Movements of the
Hostlle Flgets Cause Great
Anxiety as to Whether Eng-
land Will Be Involved,

Disgniet in London.

I.ONDON, Oect. 12.—The mysterious
movements of the Russian and Japan-
nse flasts and the excited state of pub-
e opinton in Japan are beginning to
cause disquiet in Great Britain, which,
by reason of her alllance with Japan, is
80 Intimately - concerned in any action
which the latter may take In the Far
East. Only the most sanguina persons
belisve that in the event of hostilities
they couifd be kept within the Jlmits
which would free Great Britain from
her obligation ta support her Japanese
ally, Kwven Baron Hayashi, who here-
tofore has ridiculed all suggestions of
war, is not so optimistic to-day. Iadi-
rectly he admits the posslvillty of war
by expressing the hope that in the event
of a corisis Japan will have the active
sympithy of her ally, Great Britain.

While refusing to cradit the reports ot
an ultimatum having been dellverea,
Baron Hayashi admitted the diplomatic
situation had chenged since Oct. § and
that developments may have arisen
from the fallure of the Russians to ful-
fil thelr agreement to evacuate Man-
churia on that date. He, howaver, had
heard nothing from his Government on
the subject,

alairming news, !s several hundred miles
from Ma-san-pho, so the reports of Jap-
anese military movements trere are
Alkely to be a repetition . of similar
storles eirculdted last’ week. which
later accounts minimizea.

Admits There Is Dunger.

WABSHINGTON, Oct. 12.—The Japan-
ese Iegation here 1s not advised that
either Russie or Japan has as yet com-
mitted any act of war. The Japanese
Minister is belng kept constantly ad-
vised by cablegrams from Tokio of the
situation, and realising Its gravity, he
i moving with xreat caution. The ne-
gotlations between Russia and Japan,
according to his advices, are still in
progress and there is hope of a diplo-
mutic settlement of the questions at
issue. The Minister to-day authorized
the following statement:

‘‘His attention having been called to a
certaln unauthorized statement attrib-
uted to him that the publio uttorances of
the Japanese people are ail in favor of
war with Russla, Mr. Kogoro Takahira,
the Japanese Minister, atates that, while
there is saome disqulet due to the unset-
tled state of affairs which has existed
o long In the far East, {t scems that
it has beon aggravated more recently by
the unfounded rumors regarding military
and naval movements in certain quar-
ters, but in his judgment the intelligent
suction of the Japanese public has been
generally calm and collectéd up to the
present juncture, as they know that the
matter has been for some time In the
,hands of responsible parties of Japan
and Rusela and that they have been
nogotiating with a view to arriving at
an understanding between them."
