Her face was bat-
tered so that it bore no semblance to one. On the dead girl’'s marriage ring
finger there was a heavy band ofgold. It was a wedding ring.

It was explained that it was given to her by Eckstein to seal their en-
gagement.

Eckstein’s mother to-dey went over with a World reporter the actions
of her son on Sunday and Monday last, and her account differs from what
sghe had sald before.

““He could not have left the house after coming in Monday night,” she
explained, “because he would have to go through a sleeplng room to do
it. I would have known, becadee I have learned to sleep lightly. I have a
daughter upstairs who has been sick for nine years. Ally loved Mabel, but
he would not strike her. I told him never to do that, but let her go. He
came home Sunday night about 10 o’'clock and he came home Monday about
9 o'clock.” !
