'night, but they did not attain enough prominence until almost two hours
later to attract the general attention of persons In the street. It was the
first display of the aurora seen in New York in ten years.

Following the first rays long, thin streamers shot up almost to the
! zenith. Wondering groups gatheied at every corner and sought places of
vantage
play. Hundreds gathered in Riversiae Drive, for the view up the Hudson
was one of exquisite beauty. The splendor of the majestic river enhanced
the beauty of the lights. {

The gray, green, purple and red were blended in a splendid bow that
 stretched far across the heavens, and from this the luminous rays shot up-
ward, The woon was paled by the brilliant coloring, and the stars in' the
northern sikies were obscured.

The Western nUlon’s lines into New York
were all out of commission at 4 o'clock and it was several hours before
the service was resumed,

LINES TIED UP FOR HOURS.

“We can't tell how the influence of the electrical display - was felt,"”
