A labores who worked with Tom on that
day savs that'when he came to work ne
told hlm that Mabel was dead. This
was at 7.30 o'clock,

Left Defore Discovery.

In order to get to his place of em-
ployment at that hour Tom had to leave
home at 630, Mps, Bechtel says she dis-
covered the corpse an hour later, and
when the-son, who ha'% since committed

sulelde, was in a cornfleld three mlles
away.

Mrs. Bechtel and  the daughter
Martha are denylng themselves to
every one, and have practically made
prisoners of themselves in the Cedar
street house. The girl Martha came

outside for a moment to-day and was
asked If there might not be truth
in what the field worker tells of Tom's
remark as soon as he reached the
field about Mabel's death., The bro-
ther PFamuel bhad evidently kept his
eye on the girl, for, before she could
make any reply, he uppeared at the
