300 KILLED IN FIGHT
THAT LASTFD FIVE DAYS

Gen, Wood Quells Uprising in the Philippines
After Several Brisk Skirmishes with
Insurgents Hidden in Swamps.

MANILA, Nov. 2.—Three hundred
Moros are known to have been killed and
many maore carried off dead or wounded
during five days of continuous fighting
between the Amenican forces In com-
mand of Leonard Wood and a
large body of Insurgents.

Major Hugh L. Bcott, of the Four-

teenth Cavalry, and five American pri-
vales were wounded.
Gen, Wood I8 now cleaning out a force
of two thousand Moros who are in the
mcuntaing back of Talibl, No news has
been recsived from him since Nov, 1.

The campalgn aga'nst the Moros was
inaugurated Nov. 12, when Gen, Waod
landed near Slet lake, In Jolo. Mis
force consisted of two battalions of the
Twenty-elghth Regiment, one of the
Twenty-third, a platoon of Capt. George
K. Batley's battery, two troops of the
Fourteenth cavalry and a detachment
of englnegrs. His auxilary force, un-
der Major Scott, was made up of three
companies of tha Seventeenth Infantry,
a platoon of Capt. Rumbold's Battery
and a troop of the ourteenih Cavalry,

Americans Repel Attack.

The Americans suddenly found them-
selves faocing .a aross-fire. Major Scott
was wounded In both hands, but he
bravely held his ground and rallled his
force and repelled the attack, Hassen
escaped in the melee, but is thought to
have been killed In the fighting next
day. 1

Major 8cott flanked the force which
had surprised him and drove them
back on their former headquarters,
now occupled by the Americans. When
he had them between him and the
American force he attacked them in
front, while Gen, Wgod's force sallied
out from the town and attacked In the
rear. The Moros wgre routed and left
séventy-six dead on the fleld.

On Nov. 1T the Americans attacked
agaln and drove the remnant of Has-
gen's force out of the swamp with g
loss of forly dgad.

Gen. Wood then sent Major Scott
back to Jold and pursued the \opros
into the mountains. He said that there
were no indicutlons of the uprising
aneﬂdlﬂs and that the offensive rorce
of the movomeny was eompletoly
crushed. :
