! factory at North Fourieenth street and Driggs avenue, Williamsburg,

' to-day. o "

At the Eastern District Hospital, where the young man was taken, he

was telling ot_:n terrific fight with burglars in the factory in which he was

shot twice in the head, once over each eye, when he became unconscious,
and the doctors said he was dying.

John M. Peters lived with his grandfather at No, 249 Saratoga avenue,
I PBast New York. He left the house at 7 o'clock to- -day, as was his custom,
" to go to the factory and open it for the employees.
That was the last seen of him by his friends until he was found un-
conscious.

WORKMEN 'COULD NOT GET IN,
Juhn Petere, the giandfather and proprietor of the buslne« reached
the works ai about 9 o'clock and found all of the employees ouulde. unable
to get in.
In investigating he found that his grandson had removed the padlock
fiom the front door, but that it had been locked again from the inside,
A boy was beosted over the back fence to try and open the back door.
In a moment the boy came back breathless and excited, crying:
“Young Mr. Peters is Iying on the groynd ®ead and all covered with
blood!**
Men then climbed over the 'fence and there they lound the young man
as the boy had described. The back 'door was open and just a few feet
into the yard from it was young Peters, unconscious and bleeding.

. EVIDENCES OF HARD STRUGGLE.
About the yard and inside the main shop on the ‘first floor were evi-
_ dences of a hard srruggle, The young man's ¢lothing was torn and benches
/ wera overturned,

In the yard was found a s;uk “hhh the burglars had filled with booty,
but which they had left Iehind ia their fiight.
