Some
Bad come down to hear the chimes be-
cause they had done so for vears and
had a sentimental interest in this form
of observance of the new year. Some
wers there for the first time.

Detectives Eject Unruly Visitors
from a Club Reception and
Fight in Street Follows—
Shots Were Exchanged.

The trouble started at the Uptown
Club, an organizgqtion of govod repute,
which was glving n smoker at its
guarters, No. 1848 Lexington avenue.
Detectives Willam Moore, Willlam
Hauser, Jesse Brenner and Frank Con-
boy were sent to the club to prevent
boxing, and when they were asked to
out out & number of “Kid" Bukers, who
had forced themselves in and who had
become unruly, they ocomplied,

thurried him, whereat, it is alleged, the
young man hurled a heavy beer glass
at the detective's head.

Rich and Beautiful, She Would
Not Wed the Banker on Ac-
count of the Difference in
Their Ages.

Hls heavy losses in npecula(lc;n, his
draining of his bank's resources to
cover l@gmself and the {nevitable dis-
covery of it all staring himn in the face
were not alone responsible for the tragic
sulelde of Otto Ahlmann, the cashier
and practically the,owner of the Bank
of Btaten Island, at the Albemarle Ho-
tel in this city yesterday.

This highly cultured mun of the world
had a romance in his life. He loved a
woman who wovid not be his wife,
but was his companion on many social
occasions and appeared to be very fond

of him. Miss Nlelson, of Richmond
Terrace, New Brighton, N I, the
woman with whom Ahlmann was In

love, is only twenty-six years of age,
is very beautiful and very rich. Ahl-
mann was fifty-five years old, and it
was largely because of this disparity (n
ags that the young woman would not
marry him.

- Socinl and Finaneial Ruin.

‘When Ahlmann croseed the fesry to
Manhattan on that last trip he was ever
to make:' on Wednesday afternoon he
was in a desperate fremme of mind. The
discoveries whioh he knew were to be
made the next day moant ruin to him.
They meant his soclal as well as his
financial fall, for theqy wotild prove him
a defaulter in a great many thousands
of dollars, a man who had been false to
the trust that had been put in him.

With a full appreciation of what it
would mean to the woman he loved and
had always hoped to win sometime, he
decided that life was not worth living.
In the sad little poem which was found
in the room where he killed himself
there was the embodiment of his own
feelings that night. He read it, ap-
parently over and over again, then want
into the bathroom and killed himself.

The bank examiners are still busy at
the books of the Eank of Staten Island,
and 8o hopelessly involved have they
found them that thers appears to be
1ittle chance of getting any intelligent
reasults from them for a couple of weeks.
That the loss is & big one there is no
doubt, for It is positively known that
$250,000 worth of the securities of the
bank are missing. They should be in
the vaults of the bank. They are not
there. Every place where they could
poasibly be has been searched, but no
trace of them has been found. It is be-
lleved now that they are in the posses-
sion of some other bank or some broker
with whom Ahlmann did business, hav-
ing been used as collateral by the sui-
cide.

He Plunged Recklessly.

It has been learned that Ahlmann, al-
ways considered a large but prudent
investor, had plunged recklessly for over
a year. Some of his friends say that
the crash came to him through over-

Ahlmann’s
rokers, If they have the missing se-
curities, of course had no ildea of the
means by which Ahlmann came iu pos-
session of them.

Tapping Butt of Rifle on the
lce.

BULLET ENTERED NOSTRIL
AND LODGED IN HEAD.

Physicians Fail to Locate Ball
by Probing and Will Utilize
X-Rays—Coroner Exonerates
Boy’s Companion.

Oharles Braun, the sixtean-year-old
eon of a prominent gracer of Willjams-
bridge who was found shot through the
brain Wadnesday afternoon, s still
alive and though the physicians in the
Tadles' Hospltal, Portwchester, have
probed for thie bullet they have been
unable to locate It

Young Brauta, Chief of Pollce Dono-
van sald to-day, no dgubt accldentally
shot himeelf while tapping the butt of 'a
rifle on the ice to see if It would bear
his weight. The gun was discharged
and the bullet entefed the boy’'s right
nostril, passed {hrough the brain and
lodged somewhere in the back of the
fead.

Braun has been unconsclous ever
sinee the shooting, and the hospital sur-
geons will use the X-ray to locate the
bullet as soon as his condition will
warrant it. Chief of Pollce Donovan
says he made an investigation and feels
certain that the boy was shot through
his own carelessness,

The accldent happened on Bilnd Brook
in the rear of the Milton burying
gound at Rye-on-the-Sound, and the
Chief says he Ras found no witness whe
aoctually saw the shoollng. It was
learned that vhe wounded boy, who was
visiting the home of Elmer Gelney at
Rye, in company with Danlel States,
started out to hunt musk rats with a
small rifle, which Braun carried.

Pounded on Ice with Rifle.

Praun separated from s companions
and started to waik on the ifce on the
brook. He carrlied the rifie with the
ock down, and he was heard to pound
on the i¢® with it. A moment later
theroe was a report, and young Siates
turned around just In tlme to sve his
oompanion fall.

Btates ran a mile to the Gedney House
for assistance, and Elmer Gedney, jr.,
accompanied him back to the brook,
where they found Braun lying uncon-
sclous on the ice. He was taken to the
Lyceum drug store at Rye and later re-
moved to the Ladies’ Hospital at Port-
chester, where Dr. D. M. Griffen at-
tended him,

The physicians probed for the bullet
and found that it had followed a re-
markable course. After passing through
the right nostril it took a dewnward
course and, o far as can be determined,
passed through the bramm and then all
trace of it was lost.

Bullet May Have Split.

As the bullet s very small, It Is
thought perhaps that the little ball of
Jead may have split and spread to differ-
ent parts of the brain. It is considered
remarkable, however, that the boy
should have lived so long with a bullet
in his braln and little hope Is enter-

tained for his recovery. At the hospital
this morning one of thHe nurses sald:

‘“The boy Is still unconscious and the
doctors belleve he cannot live. It is a
most unusual case, Hecause 4hi‘
waa skot through the brain =& has
lived more than forty-eight hotu., Only
an awopsy will determine the -
course the bullet took."
