DIGGING GRAVES

FOR DEAD MINERS

Seventyeight Bodies Thus Far
Recovered Will Be Buried in

HalfAcre Plot Purchased by

Coal Company

IITTSBURd Jan 3Burlal of the
victims of the Harwtck mine explosion
begins today Half a hundred men
are digging graves as fast as the frozen
earth will permit The Interment will
take place In a half acre plot ndlolnlnc
the Lutheran Cemetery between Chen
wick and Sprln dale purchased by the
Harwich Coal Comrany

There are now seventyeight bodies
awaiting burial The charfed nnd
burned nit Is hourly disgorging the
maimed and distorted bodies of tho un
forfunato miners Tho rescuers are
worklif In threeheur shifts and even
this short stretch of work Is too much
for some pf them so foul aro gases
In tho mjne

As fast as the bodies are brought up
they are carted up the hill to the school-
house where the undertakers and tholr
assistants await them rho remnants
of clothing that have not been burned
off or torn ort by the fire and force of
the explosion are stripped from the
bodies by the undertakers and clean
white sheets are wrdppcd about them
