The members of the Rallroad Committee of the Board
of Aldermen, who found months too short a time for
action upon the honest Port Chester franchise, have found

A good oat—the kind you want to have in the house, if
any—will have a round, stubby pug nose, full, fg_: cheel
and upper lip, and a well-developed bump on the top of the
head, between the ears, betokening good nature.
