THE CARTOONIST VIEWS THE SERIOUS MATTER.
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GROUT OBJECTS T0
STUDY OF BUGS

Comptrolier Says Too Much Time
Is Devoted to Entomelogy and
Zoology by Teachers in Pub-
lic Schools.

Comptroller Grout has been making
an luvestigation into studies imposed
upon children in public schools, and his
investigation has brought him bang up
agalnst a proposition of bugs. He Is
opposed to bugs in every form, and in-
dicates clearly in his report that he
doesn’'t like them as introduced as a
course of study to the chlldren of the
public schools,

He finds that too much time is de-
voted by teachers to the task of ex-
ploiting among the children not only the
various kinds of bugs and their char-
acteristics, but that spiders, snails or
slugs, earthworms, animals useful to
man and animals harmful to man form
a diversion of study to which a large
part of the time of the scholars s use-
lessly devoted.

For instance, the teachers tell the
scholars, under the presént system,
that these animals are useful to man:
Birds, bats, toads, frogs, tish, turtles,
lndybugs, beetles, dragon-flies, bees,
cochineal bugs, sheep, cow, goay, hen,
goose, duck, ox, horse, donkey, mule,
camel. .

t“Animnls” Harmful to Man.

The scholars, according to the Comp-
troller, are taught, that these 'ani-
mals,”’ including bugs, are harmful to

GROUT HAS SCHEME
FOR CITY BUILDING

Proposes the Purchase of an
Office Structure Which He
Figures Would Pay for Itself
in Fifty Years.

Comptroller Grout has revived the
problem of properly housing the city's
oftfices, which are now scattered
throughout various sections of the bor-
ough.

City officlals generally recognized the
necessity of bringing city departments
under one roof, not only for economy,
but also for convenlence to tax-payers
and the b‘eltor administration of affairs.

The Comptroller, in a éommunication
to the Board of Estimate to-day, stated
that it is desirable that a large mu-
nicipal building be constructed. Such
a bullding, he says, would cost at least
$10,000,000 and could not be completed in
less than eight or ten years, With the
necessary rapld transit extensions,
however, the proposed development of
the water =upply and the bullding of
docks and school bulldings, the expendl-
ture of $10,000,000 might be financlally
unwise at this time.

As an alternative he suggests the
purchuse of an office building suitable
for accommodating practically all mu-
nicipal departments south of Twenty-
third street. At present the clty Is
paying $337,807.41 for office rent.

The establishment of a central tele-
phone station In connection with the
proposed office bullding would also be
an cconomic step, the Comptroller says.

The probable cost of a bullding =uch
as proposed would be $,70.,00, the
Comprroller suggests, The issue of

Demands Dexterity and Accuracy.

There also appears this in the report:

*Uhe aim should be to secure dexterity
in handling and accuracy In measure-
ments and to d«.-\'olo\) appreciation of
beauty in form and line, as embodied
in units designed for the decoratlion of
constructed forms, In measurements
minute fractions of Inches should be
avolded as far as practicable.

“All forms shoyld me analyzed pre-
vious to thelr construction, in drder
that the necessary glnnn may be devsl-
oped. Puplls should be encouraged to
make at home original models, showing
modifications of the forms made In the
classroom,"”

Whether or not this applies to the
Innocent earthworm or thg ublquitous
bug was not explained. The Comptroiler
finds that in their readings to the puplls
the teachers are required to observe the
following suggestion of the Board of
Education:

Mrs. Andre
imagined that she could secure the in-
surance money immediately upon appll-
cation, but there were formalities to be
gone through and she had to wait,

When she went to Roth's undertaking
shop on Wednesday with a few friends
and relatives she had no money, Hoth
toid her that he could not held the
funera! until the next day. Acting on
the advice of her friends she went to
Joseph Benger, an undertaker at No.
212 West Thirdeth street, and Instructed
him to remove her husband’'s body from
Roth's place.,

A Summons for the Body,

It happens that Senger is not a2 mem-
ber of the Undertakers’ Association,
and Roth refused to give the body to
him unless $15 should be paid for ser-
vices salready performed. Mrs, Andre
did not have $io.
Side Court late yesterday afternoon and
got a summons upon Roth commanding
him to glve up the body.
