ST. PETERSBURG, Feb. 26.—The details promised by
Major-Gen. Pflug of the attack by the Japanese on Port
Arthur on Feb. 25 have been received here in a long
official despatch. The despatch is now in the hands of the
military authorities and when matters of an official hature
have been censored it will be given to the public, )

The report of the details confirms the assertion of the
Russian authorities that it was the hardest conflict that has

yet been fought at Port Arthur. The original statement of
MaJor-Gen Pflug that the Japanese were repulsed on all
hands is confirmed. ’

On the side of the invaders there were twenty-three
vessels of war. They approached Port Arthur soon after :
midnight and the battle opened in general at 1 o'clock in
the morning, continuing for three hours and a half. G L »
