By cpmparison Ivan makes the Terr!-

have your way about it he wouldn't
ibve until it was so near midnight that
you hardly knew whether to go to sup-
per or straight home. \

To get a proper grasp on “Ivan the
Terrible” is not only apt to keep you
up but to keep you busy. |

First of all, you must read the pro-
sramme. You are apprised to start with
that the play is “‘a tragedy in five acts,
written by Count Alexis Tolstol (in
“caps’’) and translated by Mme. 8. R. |
de Melssner (In *“small caps”), and per- |
formed for the first time in English by
Richard Mansfield (In large letters),
“and a company” (in small letters).

After smliling at the Mansfieldlan
modesty which has prompted ‘and a
company,” you look for the cast, but
find Instead “Introductory Remarks.”
You are &t a lo#s to understand why
*“Introductory Remarks'' take precedencs
to the cast until you see the signature
“Richard Mansfield.”

Then you plod studiously on through
“the arrangement of scenes’’ and at
last come to the *‘dramatis personae.” I
If yvou have any strength left you may
grope your way through the ‘'pro- ]
gramme of music,” which Is entirely In I
darkest Russian, ,

These preliminarles over, you sit back
with n sigh and walt for Mansfleld. |
He doesn't romp right In, and whenl
he does come you wouldn't know him
were it not for his voice. |

Ivan dawned on last night's audience
as a triumph of the Mansfield art of |
“make-up " It was hard to belleve that
this senile sovereign was the same
actor who played the young prince In
*Old Heidelberg'' across the street a
few months ago. !

Remarkable, indeed, was the trans-
figuration, Sallow, sickly and stooped, |
with scant halr and only here and thera
a tuft of beard, eyves shrunk to slits
through which craftiness and cunning
gleamed, legs which balked at their
duty, arms which trembled even with
the support of a staff, and only a volce
which wus =trong and echoed with the
merciless ring of a hard heart-this was
the Mansfleld picture of the tottering
tyvrant. It was a plcture which de-
sérves a prominent place in the galiery
of the characters this fine actor has
created. And he kept in the picture by

cyrtaln,

But the truth about the play Is that
it is rather tedious. Cold as the coun-
try in which its scenes are lald, it is
naver thawed by the warmth of sym-
puthy, and it is only when Mansfield
is on the stage that interest is realiy
sustained, although the work of the
company i generally excellent, especiaj-
1y that of Arthur Forrest, Ida Con-
aiest (despite her rather monotonous
siyle of speech), Olive Oliver, and
Ernest Warde.

Jt fell to the lot of Mr. Forrest to
have tha *“laugh’ on Mr. Mansfield
when lvan dled, after a hard struggle
e prove that the unhappy astrologers
didn’'t know a star when they saw
one,

This rare privilege of Mr. Forrest's
wa3 doubtless secretly envied by his
associate members of “a company.'”
