LONDON, March 19.—All reports indicate that there has been a big
‘h'mle between the Russian and Japanese forces along the Yalu River and
that the Japanese were badly defeated. Despatches from two sources an-
inounce that the Russian soldiers took 1,800 prisoners. )
This alone is proof that the conflict must have been most important.
A battle in whicn 1,800 prisoners are taken is certain to be an affair in
which there is great loss of life. ¥
It is supposed, from the incomp. ete repoits received, that the Japan-
ese attempted to carry a Russian fortified position and were flanked. This
move would iccount, perhaps, for the large number of prisoners. ,
It is natural to suppose t.at the Japanese took the initiative in this
