This Christopher
Columbus of thn political arena Is an
active resident of Manhattan and more-
over holds down the quiet and re-
Aumerative job of Deputy Commissioner
of Immigration of the Port of New
York. His name is Joseph Murray, and
& Dbetter Republican, according to the
Way he tells it, never stepped in shoe
leather,

He claims the credit of having un-
earthed the President when the latter
was struggling for recognition in the
political world, and, taking the then
untutored political embryo under his
guiding wing, direocted Roosevelt's foot-
steps toward Albany as an Assembly-

nam.

President Roosevelt was elected and

ter thanked the now Deputy Com-

issioner of Immigration for giving
him his boost In the political whirl,

Since them, according again to Coms~
misgioner Murray, he and the President
have siapped each ¢tner on the back
in the friendllest fashion and are really
the chummiest of chums.

Recently Murray decided he must be-
oome a delegate to the National Repub-
lican Cunvention to attest his loyalty
to the President. Reslding in the Thir-
tisth y District, he therefore
had & quiet heart-to-heart talk with
Republican Leader Ambrose O. Neal
ne day before the primaries and con-
fided to him that he desired to go to
the National Convéntion.

#No” to His Aspirations.

“Why?" asked Leader Neal, who
had been sed that President
Roosevelt had expriassed the desire
that no federal official be elected as a
delegate to the convention.

‘“Why, the President and I are great
old chums. I discoversd ‘Teddy,’ and
it is up to me to go to that conven-
tion,”” the Deputy Commissioner of
Immigration is reported to have de-
clared.

“But the President has declared that
he wants no office-holder elected o

' delegate,’’ protested Leader Neal, who

had selected his delegates to the Com-
greas district conventlon.

““Oh, my man, but I and the Presi-
dent are the best of friends! I start-
¢d bim for the Assembly years ago,
and afterward had a say In his politi-
career,”” sald Murray, whose
closest assoclation with the Preslident
in latter years has been confined to a
long-distance observation of the Execu-
tive's lithograph during election times.

“You can't go, and that settles 1it,"
decided Leader Neal.

“Do you appreciate that I am to be
named the next Immigration Commis-
sloner of the Port of New York, and
that the President i{s my friend?" |is
the retort attributed to Murray. Mr,
Neal said sumelilng (0 the erlect that
he needed all the Christopher Colum-
buses right In the election districts, to
discover Republican votes, and politely
asked the Deputy Commlissioner if he
was willing to serve as a captain,

The rebellious circular
read: “"Vote the ticket headed by
Joseph Murray., a resident' of the|

sonal friend of President Roosevelt and
An active, energetic worker for the
Republican party at all times.”

So Asserts Children’s Society
Counsel, Who Declares Child
Bride of Lee Hoy Was Intend-
ed for Rich Chinese Merchant.

Mr. Townsend, counsel for the Chil-
dren’'s Soclety, declared to Maglstrate
Cornell in the Centre Street Court to-
day, In asking for an adjournment of
the examination of Mrs. Josephine Toy,
of the Morning Star Mission, and Leo
Hoy, a Chinese merchant, charged with
abducting little Moy FHueng, that he
would prove by a witness In Boston that
the chlld was bought as a slave by her
alleged father for the purpose of sell-
ing her to a wealthy Chinese merchant
in this country,

When the case came up before Mag-
istrate Cornell, Mr., Towneend said he
could not go on with the case to-day,
and asked for an adjournment. Law-
yer Thomas Dineen, for the prisoners,
opposed the request, stating that the
examination had been delayed too long
already and that his opponent was only
playing for delay.

The attorney for the Children's Soci-
ety :shereupon produced a letter written
by BSecretary Goorge Morton, of the
Boston Chlldren's Society, in which Mr,
Morton promised to eend to New York
a Witness who would prove that the
child’'s alleed father, Moy NI Wing, had
