Tha dlscovery of a claus n oo
law passed at the recent session of the
Legislature will probably inaugurate
many jmprovements by the Clty of
New York. Horetofora i has Dbeen

necessary for the clty to secure the
permission of up-State politiclans be-
fore {t could even repair the pavement
on a street, Under the new law and
through the discovery of President
Littleton, of Brooklyn Borough., the
city may spend as much money in Im-
provements as it desires, providing the
Board of Estimate gives a unanimous
vote approving It,

The law now found by Fresident Lit-
tleton {s Chapter No. 400, of Btatutes of
1404, and amends Section No, 47, of the
Chartar as re-enacted by Chapter Nu.
408 of the J.aws of %1, It reads:

‘In addition to the specific purposes
hereinhefore ret forth, the Board of Al-
dermen m-\f also create loans and au-
thorize the jasue of bonds for any other
purpose conneoted with the exeicise of
the varfons powers conferred by the act
apon the city of New York or any de-
nartment or ofelal thereof, pirovided,
however, that nn bonds or other In-
debtedness shall be issued for such ad-
ditlonal purposes unless first approved
i?'tl. unuunao\‘x\- WLJ of thfl_Bonrd of
JEstimate an pportionmen

‘“This law undoubtedly gives the &‘v
all the authority It needs to make -
provements,” said Presldent Littleton
to-day, “It differs from the old law
in that it provides for the  ‘construg-
tion, improvement and equipment’ of
buudin{- used by the city,

*“Another important feature Is that it
empowers the city to 'bulld and equlp
vessels." That will permit of new po-
lice and fire boats, .

“I think It J& the best law New
York has eecured from the Legislature
in many vears. Tha lever controling
expenditures s with the Board of Es-
timate. The law requires a unanimous
vote In that body and without that no
money may be appropriated. Fven
should the Poard of Estimate exceed
the reasonable llmit thers s always
1he popular sentiment, which may stop
anything. There can be no danger of
the city's treasury belng looted."
