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" USH POAT ARTHUR

Won Decisive Battles at Kinchou and
- Nanshan Hill in Brilliant Charges
on Intrenched Russians, but There
Was a Loss of 3,000 Soldiers.

TOKIO, May 28—12.30 P. M.—Japan paid heavily for her victories
at Kinchou, Nanshan and Talienwan, losing 3,000 men in Kkilled and
wounded in the repeated assaults against these positions, but she scored a
sweeping and valuable victory over the Russians.

The Japanese squadron which was assigned to co-operate in the
attack of the second army on Kinchou and Nanshan Hill, composed of
the gunboats Thukishi, Amagi, Heiyen and Chokai and the first torpedo-
boat flotilla, entered Kinchou Bay on Wednesday. A heavy sea pre-
vented its participation in the fighting of that day. The weather cleared
on Thursday morning, however, and in spite of the shallowness of the
water the squadron steamed close to shore and bombarded the Russian
batteries. "

Early in the action a shell passed over the forward deck of the
Chokai, killing a lieutenant and two petty officers and wounding two men.
The torpedo-boat flotilla shelled the railroad near the Shaos River, in
which the torpedo-boats took soundings and guided the larger ships. The
squadron advanced with the Japanese right flank and aided in covering it.
Later in the day the falling tide compelled the withdrawal of the larger
warships,

Capt. Hayashi, commander of the Chokai, was killed by the ex-
plosion of a shell near one of the ship’s guns. Four other men were
wounded. The vessels themselves were not damaged.

The estimates of the Russians engaged in the defense of Kinchou,
Nanshan Hill and the south shore & Tatienwan Bay vary, but it is evi-
dent that the Russians drew for men from the forces at Port Arthur and
offered all the resistance possible. It is understood here that Lieut.-Gen.
Stoessel, commander of the military forces at Port Arthur, was in per-
sonal command of the recent operations.

JENATOR QUAY DIES
WITHPOLITIGS INMIND

BEAVER, Pa., May 28 —Senator Quay
is dead. The end came at 2.00 o'clock
this afternoon while the members of his
family and a few immediaie friends
were gathered about the bedride.

It was evident at 8§ o'clock this morn-
ing that the Senator was sinking fast,
and the doctors announced that there
was 1o hope of saving him.

Up to & A. M. it had heen possible to
glve the patient nourishment, but after
that he could not retain food and the
pihysicians realizing that heroic meuas-
ures were necessary began administer-
ing uxygen,

For a time this was slightly efMca-
tious, but at 8 o'clock he took a turn for
the worse and two hours later lost con-
sciousness and remalned in a stupor to
the end.

Senator Boles Penrose, who had been
aporised of the Senator's approaching
end, reached the house at 1 o'clock, and
was followed by Miss Annie Penny-
packer and W, F. Wright, of Wash-
Ington, formerly the secretary of Sen-
ator Quay.

The doctors then told the plain truth,
and the members of the family, who
were all in the house, were summoned
to the sick room and sadly awaited the
end, while hurried messages ‘were sent
to relatives,

When the news spread that the Sena-
tor was dead business here was prac-
tically suspended and several of the
leading citizens joined the sorrowing
family while the crowds gathered on
the streets near the house,

Ohronic gastiritis and inflammation of
the stomach was the foundation of Sen-
ator Quay's trouble, and the disease
progressed rapidly during the past few
days in spite of all efforts to check it.

The immediate cause of the sudden
collapse was exhaustion due to the

Senator's inability to assimilate his
nourishment,

A day or two ago Senator Quay told
Dr. Litohfleld that he was not worrying
about polltics.

. " 'Hverything s quiet,” S8enator Quay
tolg_ me, ‘and there i{s nothing for me to
do,” sald Dr, Litchfleld.
