the shooting.

Smith, it is reported, refused to answer any of these questions.

Smith’s refusai to reply is said to have been on the ground that it

might terd to incriminate or degrade him or to connect him with the
case. As Mr. Gafan haa no further recourse he had to let Smith ;0.
having learned no more f-om him than before.

It is reported that the Grand Jury will be asked to mvestigate the
case at dnce, All the witnesses, including Policeman Junior, on whose
complaint “Nan” Patterson was held; Dr. O’Hanlon, who made the m-’
topsy, and the cab driver, it was learned, were notified to be on hand .
when the Grand Jury meets to-morrow. ks

“Nan” Patterson was before Justice Clarke twice to-aay, a postpone-
ment in the habeas corpus proceedings having been taken from the morn-:
ing session of the court. Justice Clarke reserved dcasuan and sent hur
back to the Tombs, refusing bail.
