' The Coney Island pollce statlon was
the scene of a small riot at an early
Mour to-day and the central figures in
the disturbance were “Harry Clay, of
elther No. 888 Sterling place, or No. 888
#St. Mark's avenue, Brooklyn:;" Senator
‘Willlam H. Reynolds, Presldent of the
Preamland Company; Edward H. Bolce,
fts Vice-President, and George Consl-
dine, the sporting man.

The man who described himself ans
Clav had been arrested for boisterous-
ness, and his trio of friends descended
on the police station, fought thelr way
in and threatened all manner of de-
struction to the two policemen who
made the arrest.

At the time the myriad lights of
Yreamland began to go out, “Clay”
and six women came out of the show
place and began frolicking before the
entrance on Surf avenue. The women
took turns at rushing at their oscort
and hugeing him, and he bvegan to
dance about In a manner that soon
attracted a large and admiring crowd.

Policeman Ammerman, who Was pass-
$ng. ordered the party to move on.
Accordiirg to Ammerman, lnstead of
complying with his request the man
who was performing the astonishing
capers punched him in the face. The
pullceman called for assistance and
aided by Patrolman Cantrell dragged
“Clay' to the police station,

Six Women Attack Policemen.

The progress to the station was slow,
owing to the Interference of

women, who made furious rushes on the |

police, kicking and scratching. Soon
the avenue was blocked with a great
throng of people, who followed the
strenuous party to the doors of the
Coney Island station., There the prisoner
was led Inside and the doorman blocked
the way to the six women who en-
deavored to push thelr way in.

While the doorman was having his
bands full to guard the entrance, an
automoblle containing S8enator Revn-
olds, Mr. Boice and George Congidine
dashed up to the door and the three
men rushed up the steps of the station-
house,

“Let me in!" shouted the Secnator.
“It's an outrage to arrest that man,
and I'll have the cops who did it broke
before to-morrow.'

‘The doorman told Mr. Reynolds that
the rules of the station forbade the en-
trance of any one while a prisoner waa
on the floor. The police declare the
Benator rald he didn't glve a straw for
the rules and that he tried to brush by
the doorman with a none too gentle
shove. This enraged the hluecoat, and,
it 1s said, he plcked up Mr., Reyvnolds
and threw him back Into the :ireet,
MWomen Cheer Senator Reyuoldws.

The three men were determined to
get In, however, and the Senator, Alr,

Bolce and George Considine formed
themselves Into a wedge, and, n‘up-
ported by the pushing throng behind

them, hurled themselves at the dour-
way and got insids, Ai{ this the six
women cheered: "Good for you, Billy
Reynolds! Make them Iot Harry out "

have adopted an even more belligerent
satitude and the police taat he
shouted at Bergt. Mevers that he would
hava every poileeman In the station
broke If his friend, the prisoner, was
pot freed Sergt. Meyers replied ealm-
Iy:

“If you don't shuat up, Mr. Reyno
I'll hive you locked up,” SRolda

This qulet reply calmed the Senator
mnd he proceeded to bail the prisoner
out. When this was done the party left
the station-houss in the aulomobile.

To Bergt. Meyers the prisoner de-
ecribed himself as Harrg Clav, of No.
888 Sterling place, Brooklyn, but wher
he was arraigned in the Coney Island
Court to-dav _he changed the address
to No. 85 8t, Mark's avenue. He asked
for an immedlate examination, but the
Court set the matter over until next

| occupled and worrled, and during the
| meal A&id little talking. He excused
himselt, saying that he was going to
an upstatrs room to write some Im-
portant letters, and did not want to
ba disturbed, Bome time later Mrs.
Lambert heard the report of a pls-
tol, and, running to the room to which
her husband had gone, found him un-
! consclous' and dying, with a gaping

bullet woynd din his right temple. In
his right hand was clutched a revol-
ver,

Dr. W. H. B. Pratt, the family
physician, was called, When he ar
rived Mr. Lambert was dead. He sald

ha belleved the sulcide
caused by overwork.

A letter left by the sulcide was di-
rected to Mrs. Lambert. She said that
t contained only n personal message
and a farewell. She at first refused o
surrende the letter. but later gave it
to Dollee Captain White, of the Ber-
gen street station,

The police refused to make known
the contents of the letter, but Dr.
Pratt sald that In it the suicide re-
fers to a recurrence of an old mental
dlsorder, and, fearing that It was
again taking possession of him, he rnd-
ed his life. The physiclan Is authority
for the statement that no busincss or
domeatic worrles or financlal entangle-
ments were responsible for the act,
He says that he attended Mr ILambert
for some time, and that he waa suf-
fering from nervous disorder,
