Workmen Battle Alone in Pa-
vilion with Long Stilettos Un-
til One Is Killed—Scores Near
—Knew Nothing of Fight,

YONKERS, N. Y., Aug. 19.—~There was
A viclous fight between two Itallan em-
ployees of the Natlonal Sugar Refinery,
on Main street, here, to-day, which ended
only when one man was killed and the
other #0 badly wounded that he cannot
live. Each used a stiletto, with a blade
about a foot long. When the fight was
