SUPPOSED SUICIE

Willard Aikman, Found Dead in
Room from Asphyxiation by
Gas, Leaves Note Bidding
Brother Good-By.

Caoroner Flaherty, of Brookiyn, s in-
vestigating to-day the death of Willard
Alkman, a bookkeeper, of No. 327 Bast
Beventeenth sireet, Flatbush.

Re-
fusing his name, he hurried to First
avenus, got Into a hansom cab that was
walting and was driven west, the cab
turning north in Fifth avenue.

Forty minutes later the iwo women
called at the Morgue. One woman was
possibly forty-five, the other thirty
elght. Doth were fashlonably dressed,
The women betrayed their surprise on
seelng the dead woman's face by look-
Ing quickly Into each other's eyes, then
they studied the puved floor of the
Morgue, With a word of thanks they
\urned to go, the elder woman simoly
asking how tong hodies word kepl at
the Morgue.
