Applicatian wans made to-day In bhe-
Ralf of Almee Michel, of the Hotel St
George, claiming to be the widov of
Louis Rossignot, who amoagsed a [or-
tune of more than $100.000 in “spit curls”
and a patent bang, to have the Istters
of administration granted to Claude An-
toine Rossignnst set aszlde and a tempo-
rary administrator appointed by the
Court.

“How did Mr. Rossignnt secure letters
of administration If there Is a widow
Uving?"' asked Surrcgate Thomas, and
his eyes opened wide as H. A, Vieu re-
plied:

“When we applied for letters of ad.

ministratisn we did not know there was
any widow, the only wife we knew hav-
ng divoreed him; nor that Louls Ros-
signot left any wil. We estimated his
estate at less than $0.0M and Aled a
proper bond to protect [t. But when we
op'enod the strong box at the Mercantile
Safe Deposit Company we found not
$0,000 but more than $100,000 n stocks
and bonds. And we found a will, exe-
cuted in 1888 It left everything to
brothers and s!sters In specifie shares,
but It mentioned no wife,
. “We filed this will and got another
surprise when not one but two alieged
widows came forward to claim the es-
tate, and ona of them spoke of second
will made in 1507, but vold becaude thers
Wias no attesting witnesses. One widow,
Mme. Marguerite Beroux, who has a
milonery establishment at No. 14 West
Thirty-first street, clalms a common-
law wife for fMteen years—and | want
to say that, as a matter of fact, the
late Louls Rossignot introduced me
to this lady, calling her his wife, at a
¥rench hotel In Great Neck, L. I, ten
Yhars ago

claims under a ceremonial marri on
March 30, last, at Jar‘umnvlllen‘:‘h.
and she shows what purports 15 be 4
certificate of that marriage, and she Is

"I understand there Is no attark upo
the will In behalf of ths lady, but, n';
course, In law, should there be born a
child, that would of ltsalf Invalidate
the will, the estate going to the echild
‘and its mother.
_"'Otherwise, unless the will 4& broken,
X don't see how elther wlleged widow
van clalm anything ‘more than one-
elghth of the ostate, the bequest of
which has become Inoperative by the
death of the legatee without (ssue.”
