MANY OTHER.FIRES
LAID TO INCENDIARIES.

Arrest of Man Posing as Fire-
man in Burning Brooklyn
House May Aid in Solving
Mysterious Blazes There.

An attempt was made tn-day to burn
down the four-story frame tenament,
sheltering  elght families, comprising
uver fifty pedple, at No, §T Moore street,
| Willlamsburg. This place is only a few
doors from Nos. 13 and 16 Moore stréet,
where seven persons were burned to
death In a fire a little over a week ago.
