SOLDIERS’ DEBTS ORDINARY,

War Department Refuses to Act an
a Colleetion Agency,

WASHINGTON, Dee, 24.—An opinion
by the Judge-Advocate-General in re-
mard to clalms against army officers
has been given out at the War Departe
ment, with the statement that the
views expressed may b expected to
govern the attitude of the department.

The Judge-Advoecate polnts out that
the department Is not a collection
agency, and that In matters of private
debt an army officar stands on no dif-
ferent plane from any other person.
The clvil courts, the opinlon holds, are
the prupér agents to determine if an

indebtednoess exists, and only where the |

non-payment of an established obliga-
tion by an offfer threatens scandal to
the service does It become proper for
the military authorities to consider the
case.
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
