TRYING SLOCUM
INSPECTOR

Fleming and Lundherg—For-

mer Is Taken il and Case Is

Adjourned.

The trial of John W. Fleming and
Henry Lundberg, former United States

inspectors of bollers and hLulls of steam |

veasels, for manslaughter in connection
with the loss of life on the burned ‘ex-
curslon boat General Socum, was com-
menxed to-day before Judge Thomas
and a jury In the criminal branch of
the United States Cireuit Court,, The
Government has subpoenaed over fifty
witnesses to testify against Fleming
and Lundberg, and the alleged defective
lite-preservers, rufts and fire hose will
be exhibited by Speclal Assistant
United States District-Attorney Bald-
win, who is prosecuting the case,for
the Goverrment,

Before putiing the first witness on
the stand, Mr, Baldwin degcribed the
duties which under the law the ac-
cused inspectors were expected to per-
form,

“It was uvon the report of these
men,” sald Mr, Baldwin, ‘'of the ex-
amination of the General Slocum, to the
effect that the equipment was perfect,
the llcense was granted by Messrs, Du-
mont and Barrett,. Dhis inspection was
a joint one, and, being a negligent one,
Lundberg and Fleming were equally
gullty, We will show during the prog-
ress of the trlal that since 1891 only
200 new life~preservers wepe supplied,
yet the Slocum was licensed to carry
2,00 passengens, and that the life-pre-
servers were not made of block cork,
which the law requires, but were filled
with granulated cork, and in some In-
stances only the pulp of rushes,'

The prosecutor described the ¢ateful
trip of the Qeneral Slocum, on June 16
last, with over a thousand women and
children aboard. He said also that at
that time the Slocum carried hundreds
of life preservers absolutely hadquaie
for the purpose of saving life Mr, Balg-
win sald the Government was prepared
to prove that some of the Blacum's

drowned passengers wore fake life pre-
servers when thelr bodies were recover-

ed,
Robert Rodle, who was Bupervising

Inspector of Steam Vessels for the Bec- |

ond District in May, 1004, was the first
witnoess, He ldentifled the instructions
given Fleming and Lundberg in May,
1804, to Inspect the General Blocum, then
in the Erle Basin, and the reports
made by the accused inspectors.

During the examination of Rodle for-
mer Judge Tompkins informed the cuurt
that his clent's attack of acute gastrl'js
had returned, and that Fleming was ton
slck to remain any longer In the court-
room., As the trlal could not proceed
without the defendants being present,
Judge Thomas adjourned court until
Monday morning at 10,80 o'clock,
