enjoyed and obtained through the sacrifices of their forefathers, are exclt-
{ng considerable comment coming from a Cabinet Minister.

He seemed to voice the general suspicion that the British Government
has of Russian bureaucracy

Mr. Arnold-Forster also made the astounding statement that it would
pe a bold man who would say whether this movement would he likely to
Jelp or hurt the British nation, but “we must be on our guard,”

The British press as a whole takes a no less gloomy view,

The papers have been given up almost exclusively since Bunday to
alarmist reports from Russla, hostile articles and scathing editorials on the
“masgsacre,” one of the mildyst terms used tor the affalr of Sunday, and the
Russian Emperor and his Government are generally compared to “beasts
at bay."

The whole discussion of the situation in Russia serves agaln to reveal
the poorly disguised hostility of the British press to everything Russian.
The despatches to the London papers all report the conditions prevailing in
Russia to be worse than the Associated Press accounts.
