PATERSON, N, J,, Feb, 13, ~Owing to
the continuous downpour of rain, which
lasted for elght hours, the Passalc Rlver
has risen 80 rapidly that in many places
4n the lower sectlon of this city the
banks are overflowing and trolley cars
are at a standstill on all the lines run-
ning in close proximity to the river,

The streets of the city were entirely
deserted last night, and grave fears
were entertained that the flooded dls-
tricts would suffer hefore dayl!ght came
to help to lessen the langers attending
guch affalrs,

Between midnight and daylight the
raln ceased, only o break out afresh
this morning,

River street Is flooded, und Lawrence
etreet residents are preparing to move
out.

These signs Indlcate just what may be
expected. It s too soon after the rain
to tell Jjust what the effect the
downpour will have, The thaw!ng of
the snow and fce will greatly add to
the swelling of the river, and unless
something Jucky happens, the clty will
have the greatest of all fioods this week,
It generally takes torty-eight hours be-
fore the rain and snow will show any
marked effect on the river.

The faci that several streets In the
uelghborhood of the Pasealc River are
ulready inundated is taken to mean that
within the next twenty-tour hours this
city will be experiencing all the hard-
ships of the flood. The river itself is
choked up.

Ruins of wrecked bridges still stand
in the tiver bed, and the ice finds a

Property owners along tho river bank
are out to-day taking precautionary
jueasures as far a) they can preparing
for the ?xrected' floods.

Lowest Temperature of the
Winter Is in Sight Throughout
a Large Territory, Official
Forecaster Says. .

BLASTS STARTS FOR
NORTH FROM FLORIDA.

Travelling at Terrific Pace, Cold
Is Enveloping Great Portion
of Country, Even Touching

" the Pacific States.

Much colder weather is riding on the
wings of a northwest storm that is tear-
Ing up the copst and will bring, acoord-
ing to promises of the forecasters, the
peverest spell of freesing temperature
of the season,

This blast started at Jackeonville and
hegan its northward movement after the
last of the fifty-seven varietiea had be-
come a part of weather history.

Before the sun sets behind the Jersey
hills to-day New York should be shiv.
ering and freezing to a below zero tune
on the thermometer, This with the
quick changes of the past few.days will
glve New Yorkers something more to
say about the pleasantries of the pres-
ent atmosphere disturbances, Below
gero temperature will extend south to
Virginia and freesing temperatures to
south Central portions of the Florlda
peninsula,

Entire East Affected.

Unless the weather men go wrong In
thelr prejudgments the entire Eastern
section of the country will be seized
with a chill, The Middle West I8 now
congealed with a lerrcold which gives
promise of extension| down the Missls-
slppl and to Northern Texas. In the
Middle Missjssippl, Ohlo and Missourl
Valleys temperatures ranging from zero
to 26 degrees below have been recorded.

In Chicago It s 18 below, The same
showing is made by St. Louls, and Kan-
sas City goes them two better, or worse
from the standpoint of the thermometer
watcher,

The cold wave has even spread to
Southern California, Los Angeles, whose
average winter temperature is over b0
degrees, being 42.

CHICAGO, Feb, 13.—~To-day was the
coldest of the winter in Chicago, At
7 A. M. the Government thermometer
recorded 19 degrees below zero, a fall
of '3 degrees In twelve hours, At 8 A,
M. the mercury stood at 18 helow, and
the observer predicted that it would
not rise much higher during the day.

The Intense cold was accompanied by
a high wind from the northwest, Bnow
ceased falling early last night and tho
sky was elear to-day. Street traffic
was not Interrupted, but Incoming
trains on the steam rallroads were
from one to nine hours Iate,

Unless the Court ,vof Pardons

WOMAN PARTED FROM CHILD.

Litsle Girl Born In Prison Taken
from Her and $ent South—Elder
Daughter Implicated In
Confession.

PHILADELPHIA, Feb. 13.—~The Su-
preme Court to-day refused to reopen
the case of Samuel Gneason, colored, of
Reading, who together with Mrs, Kate

Bdwards was convibted of murdering |

the latter's husband,

A eupplemental peltition of Mrs, Bd-
wards asking that Greason's life be
spared and a new trial be granted to
him  was alo rejected, although
Judges Fell, Brown and Maestrezat
were in favor of granting it.

Unless the Board of Pardons, which

meets In Harrlsburg on Wednesday, in- |

terferes, the woman and Greason will
both be hanged on Thureday,

The application for a new trial was
based on a confession’in which Mrs, Ed.
wards exonerated Greason of all blame
in connection with the murder of her
husband.

While exonerating Greason, the wom-
an implicates her own daughter, Mary
Edwards. The latter Is In St. Louls,
and the police there have been asked
to keep her under survelliance,

Daughter Implicated,

In this remarkable confession of
& more remarkable crime the four-
teen-year-old daughter flgures largely.
Mrs. Edwards says In the confes-
slon that she killed her husband
because she feared that he would kill
her, He had thfeatened to do so, she
gays, upon the discovery of a mecret
sne was hiding from him,

Here Is the confesslon of Mrs, Ed-
wards!

Kate Edwards, of the city of Read-
ing, who being duly sworn according
to law, doth depose and say:

““That she Is a citigen of the ecommon-
wealth of Pennsylvania, was married
to John Edwards, Augus: 22, 1882, and
from April; 1800, until March 4, '1901,
lilved with her husband and thelr five
¢hildren In the house owned by Mliton
Yeoger, near Weavertown, Lebanon
County, sald State; that sald John Ed-
wards frequently hecame intoxicated,
gonerally on a Baturday, and on-these
ocrasions was abusive to petitioner, on

| & number of occaslons struck her, at

one time striking at her with a chair;
that about June, 1900, your petitioner
met Samuel Greason through her hus-
band, who brought him to the house
almost every Saturday evening and
they Inslsted that deponent and her
five children should drink beer,
“Both generally felt the influence of
the intoxicating drink and deponent's
husband on a number of occaslons be-
came very drunk, \

Threat Made,

“About October, 1800, Bamuel Greason
promised to take deponent down South;
that on March 4, 191, deponent and
thelr family moved to Marion township,
Berks County, near Stouchsburg, and
since that time she has not spoken to
sald Samuel Greason,

“About a week before July 3, 1901, de-
ponent's daughter sald that while she
and her father, sald John Edwards,
