Boards of Trade of Brooklyn appeared
before the Board of Estimate to-day
and appealed for quiek relisf from the
crowding and exposure to which 30,000
citisens are dally subjected.

Cornelius M, Sheehan, Chalrman of
the Transit Committes of the Twentys
elghth Ward Board of Trade, was the
ahiet spokesman for the Brooklynites.

“Mr, Mayor,” he sald, ‘‘we desire to
enter a formal complaint to your board,
which represents the olty and borough
governments, dgainst the conditions
which prevall at the Manhattan end of
the Willlamaburg Bridge, and we are
hers to suggest & simple plan for im-
mediate temporary rellef.

“First—We complain that this bridge,
wihich oost the aity $20,000,000, is at pree-
ent practically unused.

“Seoond—We ocomplain thet though
this bridge has been officially open for
fourteen months it has been used for
rallroad traffic for only four months,

“Phird—The stub terminal in Manhat-
tan oongests traffic and renders its use
at rush hours uncertain and dangerous.

“Yourth—It limits the car capacity
to one-third the full car capacity of
the tracks used by the Brooklyn com-

pandes,

“Fifth—The city took title to and pos-
