RAILROAD’S LONG SEARCH.

N. Y. Central Hao Traced 8ixty-nine
Cars Unavallingly=—Police Think
the Lad le Drowned.

Vhat has happened to little Johnny
Donoghue?

His mother thinks he has been car-
ried away In an empty q'olght car and
then kidnapped by eome tramps. His
father has a aimilar theory.

'The police are dnolined to belleve he
has fallen into the East River and has
been drowned,

But when the wee lad's mysterious
absence for almost two weeks is an-
alyzed from every point, there {s hardly
a tenable theory to advance except that
he has been carried away In an empty
freight car and s now imprisoned in
it, either a corpse or raving mad from
‘mmger and exposure,

Most unusus! are the oircummstances
surrounding the disappearance of this
youngster, The New York Central Rall-
froad Company has traced exactly sixty-
nine frelght cars which passed along
Eleventh avenue, between Fifty-third
‘and Fifty-founth streets, on Maroh 23,
' when the lad vanished, Some of these
tcars were found as far out West as
Chiicago. Otherg were In Canada. It is
the first time a rallrond company has
rever perfornred such n strange task.
