None of thoe
pleasures of life which her sisters en-
joyed were for Pauline, She worked at
the machine all day, and on Baturdays
turned in her wages 1o help run the
home, Her heart longed for the pleas«
ures of 1ife, but her parents told her she
was too young, and forbade her gvlng
to dances or theatres or recelving the
attentions of young men,

“For having foully murdered Rosena
Salza,"” the Judge ®ald In passing sen-
tence, ‘‘a jury witting (n this county
found you gullty and you were sen-
tenced to dile on May 19 of last yeor.
Your counsel carried the camse to the
Court of Writ and Errérg and then tv
the Court of Pardona with the result
that the case has been sent back to this
court and ithere #& nothing for me to
do but to agwin pass the wentence of
death on you for the murder.”

At this point oounsel for the con-
demned woman mede a long plea to
have the'pamsing of the sentence de-
layed for another week,
