The disaster occurred while the “A-8" was proceeding to sea for

practice, accompanied by another submarine boat and a torpedo boat.
Tugs and divers immediately proceeded to the scene,

The submarine boat lles In eighteen fathoms of water,

CHRISTIANIA, Norway, June §.—~The
Counell of Btage, following the actlon
of the Storthing in dissolving the union
of Norway and Sweden, procialming
that King Oscar s no longer King ot
Norway and placing the reins of govern-
ment in the hands of the Council of
State, is proceeding with the reorgani-
gatlon of the Government, in the manner
indlcated in the programme, which had
been more or less prepared before the
final step was taken by which yester-
day's peaceful revolution was accom-
plished.

Minister of State ‘Loeviand has been
appointed Forelgn Minister, and the
Counoll of State has declded to divovrce
the Foreiga Office from tho depait-
ments of Commerce, Navigation, &c.,
with which heretofore it has been amal-
gamated.
